Sorensen MakesMission Trip

Approximately 25heard Gillian
(Park) Sorensen sharepicturesand
informationfrom her tripsabroad
at the United Baptist-Christian
Church on Oct. 24.

Gillianshared shewaswatching
television when a Feed the Chil-
drenmessagecameon. It gavethe
phone number to call if you were
interestedinbeingapart of amedi-
cal missionary team. That one
phone call has changed her atti-
tude about anumber of things.

Feed the Children is based in
Oklahoma City and makes two-
week tours in March, January,
September, and November. A per-
son needs a passport. Approxi-
mately 30 individuals (doctors,
nurses, dentists, evangelismwork-
ers, and ones to work with chil-
dren) makethetrip eachtime

Sorensen went to Thailand in

March 2005, Romaniain March
2004 and September 2005 and
plansto gotoAfricathisNovem-
ber.

In Romania, they stayed in
Vslau, a city of approximately
2,500. Their day consisted of ris-
ing at 6:30 am. for breakfast and
devotions. At 7:30they boarded a
busto travel 30-45 milesto avil-
lage. They held clinic from 8:30
am. to 5 p.m. and then loaded up
and returned to the city.

Each person on the team was
provided with aninterpreter from
the country, usually high school
students who have studied lan-
guages. Theinterpretersarefrom
thecity and usually are not famil-
iar with the rural areas. Conse-
quently, they are sometimes sur-
prised at the conditionsthey find.

Asshesharedpicturesof hertrip
to Romania, she shared that the
people are very grateful for what
you give them. They like bright
clothing and women dress in
dresses and wear scarves. The
people wear several layers of
clothing, even in the summer.
Transportationintherural areasis
by horse and wagon.

The Women’s Club and the
United Baptist-Christian Church
collected aprons, gloves, scarves,
bags, glasses, etc. that waspacked
and sent to Romaniafor Sorensen
when she arrived. Sorensen
showed pictures of the people
wearingitemsshehad giventhem,
andthepeoplepresent recognized
some of the scarves, aprons, and
bags they have collected and
boxed.

She stated that she probably
could use more children’s items
whenshegoestoAfricainNovem-
ber and Boliviain March of 2006.

Sorensen lives in Lakewood,
Calif., where she is aregistered
nurse in the emergency room at
Long Beach Memorial Hospital.
