When to make
last alfalfa cutting
can be a dilemma

How late can producers make
their last cutting of alfalfa?

If growing conditions are good
thisfall, there’ satemptationtoget
inafifthcutting, whichcouldyield
anywhere from a half to one-ton
per acre.

Should producers make that
fifth cutting or not, and if so,
when?

Thisis aways adilemma, as-
sumingtheproducer wantstokeep
the stand next season. Alfalfahas
to have good root reserves going
intowinter tominimizewinterkill
and get off to a good start next
spring.

Theway toensurethisisfor the
dfalfato haveeither:

1. Verylittleregrowthat thetime
of thefirst hard freeze, or;

2. About 10 inches or more of
regrowth at the time of the first
killing freeze of 24-26 degrees.

What you don’t want isto have
regrowth somewherein between.

If afifth cutting of alfalfais
made, and there’s just enough
goodweather that there’ sabout 4-
6inchesof regrowthwhenthefirst
killing freeze occurs, that's the
WOrse case scenario.

In that situation, the crop will
have used up agood portion of its
root reservesinproducingthenew
regrowth, and the regrowth will
not have had enough time to re-
plenish thereserves.

In general, you want either an-
other four weeksof good growing
after the last cutting so that you
have about 10 inches or so of
growth before the first killing
freeze. Or you want to make the
last cutting within aweek or so of
the first killing freeze so that the
crop has very little regrowth be-
forewinter.

Itishardto predict that last kill-
ing freeze, so most peoplewill let
itgrow andgrazeit off afteritdries.

Wheat planted recently will
most likely benefit from the light
rainbutif inearly November you
seestandsarepoor, producerswill
haveto decidewhenit paystore-
plant.

Recent research hasshown that
wheat yieldscan still bewithin 75
percent of normal when standsin
fall or early spring are only half
normal. It's atough call, but in
most cases, producers should not
replant unlesstheir standisonly 30
percent or less of what they in-
tended.

How latecan | plant wheat?

K-State research with Tam107
showed a8to10bu/A decreasein
yieldfor eachmonth plantingwas
delayedafter Oct. 1. Laterresearch
withthevariety Jagger showsthat
it might not suffer as much yield
decrease as Tam 107.

Should | try to ‘thicken up” a
thin stand?

If thereismoistureenoughtoget
itup, yes.

Youwill not damagetheexist-
ing stand much if you plant at a
diagonal to the existing rows. A
maximum stand population
would be about 600,000 to
800,000 plants per acre. For 12-
inch rows that would be 13-18
plantsper foot; for 10-inch rows
that would be 11 to 15 plants per
row. Research shows that at
about 5-6 plants per foot of row
there is a definite advantage to
thickening or replanting at this
early date.
