Then, using switches and
buttons, Mr. Hirschwasableto set
off “fires’” and trigger thealarms.

He aso instructed the children
to“ Get Out and Stay Out” of their
ownhouse, if it ever wereonfire.

Hesaidthe"HazardHouse” can
be set up for safety programs in-
cluding choking; poisoning; anc
swimming pool, playground, bi-
cycleandlakesafety.
