Thefishing trip,
thefair, coffeein the community,
shopping, and so many other
thingsare possible because of the
van.

This serviceisfree. If family
memberswant todonatetothevan
fund, itisaccepted but thereisno
set cost.

Thereis aneed for family
membersor avol unteer to accom-
pany staff who are drivers so if
thereisan emergency with aresi-
dent, they canattendtotheresident
whilethedriver continuestoasafe
place.
