County gives property to township

Norton County gave the
Solomon Township a piece of
property in Densmorelast week.

The property has been under
disputebecauseof awater well on
it.

“We have treated that like an
international treaty,” County
Councilor Doug Sebelius said of
the agreement. “It’sfinally come
together.”

Hesaidthat thecounty will give
thetownshiptheproperty but sug-
gested that it enter into an ease-
ment agreement with the water
user assoon asthetitleiscleared.

Thewater user, acouple, hasput
a pump on the property, he said,
buttheir property isn’t adjacent to
the property in question.

Mr. Sebelius said that the ease-
ment for use of the water should
end with the deaths of the users.

The property will probably be
sold, hesaid, butfor ashort period
of timethetownship hascommit-
ted to taking care of the problem.

The property had belonged to

the West Union Township. How-
ever, inthe1970swhenthetown-
ships were consolidated, West
Union was disbanded and the
county ended up getting the prop-
erty by default.

“Thisshould havebeendone30
years ago,” Mr. Sebelius said of
the county disposing of the prop-
erty. “Wenever had anythingtodo
withany of this.”

Commissioner John Miller re-
membered acoupleof other pieces
of property that the county found
out it owned and gave away re-
cently.

“Sort of like East Campus and
the (practice) football field be-
longed to the county,” he noted.

While the property has little
value for the county, Mr. Miller
said, it's important to the people
involved.
