Holiday cookies can be made by anyone

Evenpeoplewhosay they don't
bake can make holiday cookies.

One need not be an accom-
plished cook to succeed. Cookie
recipes are typically straightfor-
ward and somewhat forgiving. A
little over mixing isn't likely to
matter alot, that’s why making
cookies can be a family-friendly
project, even for inexperienced
COOKS.

Herearesomefrequently asked
cooking and baking questions:

Q: What do | need to have on
hand to make cookies?

A: Basic cookie recipes typi-
cally require flour, granulated
sugar or brown sugar, salt, baking
powder or baking soda, eggs and
fat - shortening, butter or regular
margarine.

Q: Canl usediet margarinein-
stead of regular margarine?

A: Using reduced calorie mar-
garineinarecipecallingfor regu-
lar margarine is not recom-
mended. The formulation is dif-
ferent and results will not be the
same.

Q: Isit possibleto reduce calo-
riesand fat in cookies?

A:Yes, butlook for recipesfor-
mulatedtoincludeingredientsthat
arelower in caloriesin fat rather
than trying to adjust atraditional
recipe.

Q:Why dol need morethanone
baking sheet?

A:Havingmorethanonecookie
or baking sheetwill speedthebak-
ing processhecausecookieor bak-
ing sheets need to be cooled be-
tween batches to reduce over-
spreading and uneven baking. If
acookie sheet is still warm, new
dough will start cooking and
spreading before the dough is
placed inthe oven.

Q: Do | need to preheat the
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oven?

A:Whenbaking, preheatingthe
oven is recommended for even
baking during the recommended
bakingtime. For best results, pre-
heat the oven for 20 minutes.

Q: My cookies usually take
longertobake. What'sthematter?

A: Oventemperaturemay vary.
Invest in an oven thermometer to
check theactual oventemperature
and then adjust it up or down as
needed. Oven thermometers can
be purchased for aslittle as $5 to
$10 in kitchenware sections at
hardware, discount, department or
kitchen shops.

Q: Can | leave cookies on the
cookie sheet to cool ?

A: Some recipes suggest leav-
ing fresh-baked cookies on a
cookie sheet for one or two min-
utestoletthecookiessetup. Then,
removing them to a cooling rack
will alow air to circulate around
the cookieand cool it quickly and
uniformly. Coolingthecookieson

asolid surface, such aswaxed pa-
per or paper towel placed on a
counter top, may mean that the
cookie will reabsorb moisture
(steam from the cooking process)
that may rob its fresh- baked fla-
vor.

Q: My cookiesspread morethan
| would like. Can | prevent that
from happening?

A:Yes. Refrigeratingthedough
before baking can reduce spread;
placingthecookiedoughonacool
cookieor bakingsheeta sousualy
helps contain spread. If working
with rolled dough in parts, cover
andreturnremaining doughtothe
refrigerator until ready toroll it.

Q: My cookies seem tough.
What am | doing wrong?

A: The problem may be too
much flour. Before measuring
flour, stiritabit, then gently scoop
or spoon it into dry measuring

cups. Level it off withaknifeanc
use promptly. Do not drop - or
thump - the measuring cup on the
counter. Doing socancompact the
flour. Another reason could be
over mixing or over handling the
dough. If for example, rollec
cookiedoughisover handled, the
flour can form more gluten and
make the cookie tough.
