Norton wrestlers win season opener at Hoxie

The Norton Community High
School wrestling team won its
third straight Hoxie Invitational
Tournament Saturday.

The two-time defending Class
3-2-1A state champion Blue Jays
ranaway withthetitle. They com-
piled211.5 points, four morethan
last year, toeasily outdi stancesec-
ond place Oberlin, who scored
164.5 points. Oakley was third
with 134.5; Hoxie, fourth, 130.5;
Plainville, fifth, 75 points; Lakin,
69; Trego Community, 58; Dodge
City, 54; and Holcomb, 7.

Ten of the 14 Norton wrestlers
placed and seven won champion-
ships.

Norton champions were fresh-
man Zach Bainter, 112; senior
Clay Madden, 119; junior Nathan
Broeckelman, 125; junior Kent
Mann, 130; senior Jeremy
Harding, 145; senior Luke
Pfannenstiel, 152; and senior
Lance Roe, 160.

Placing second were senior Jon

Harding, 135, and junior Blake |

VanEaton, 140.

Sophomore ZachMannel, 275,
took fourth.

Senior William Wilhite, 171;
senior Davvid Stanley, 189; and
junior Shane Stanley, 215, came
withinonematch of qualifyingfor
the consolation finals. Freshman
David Counter, 103, lost both of
hismatches.

Norton compiled an outstand-
ing 29-12 match won-lossrecord
and had an 18-8 pinratio.

Coach Bill Johnson named Jer-
emy Harding and Zach Bainter as
“Wrestlersof theWeek” . Harding
pinned al three of his opponents
and Bainter pinned two.

“Jeremy Hardingwrestledvery
well and really dominated No.2
seed Younkininthechampionship
finals,” said Coach Johnson. “It's
unusual for afreshnmantobeinthe
finalssowedidn’tknow how Zach
Bainter would respond. He did
very well. Freshmen aren’t
seeded; hedrew theNo. 6 seedand
defeated the No.3, No. 2 and No.
1 seedsto win the championship.

“Wegot theseason off toagood
start. We lost some matches we
shouldn’t have, won some close
matches and won some by big
scoresthat wedidn’t expect. When
you have ninewrestlersin the fi-
nals, it makes you tough to beat.
We won seven of the nine, which
ishalf theweight classes.

“Lance Roe had an especially
tough weight class, probably the
toughest in the tournament.

“Wehavealottobethankful for
with so many returning wrestlers
but we still have alot to work on
inpractice.”

The Norton Community High
School junior varsity wrestling
team opened the season Saturday
with a second-place finishin the
varsity Onnie A. Ault Memorial
Wrestling Invitational at Alma,
Neb.

Kearney-Catholic won the
championship with 113 points,
followed by Norton, 92; Eustis-
Farnam, 80; Loomis, 80;
Wauneta-Palisade, 64; Unat-
tached, 43.5; Overton, 40.5; Alma,
38; S.E.M., 31; Wilcox-Hildreth,
29.

The Blue Jays had three open
weights and more than onewres-
tler in some. Pointswere counted
for only one wrestler from each
school for each weight.
