Peoplediefromtheflu unneces-
sarily. The U.S. Department of
Health cites the influenza virus,
commonly caled “theflu,” asthe
sixth-leading cause of deathin our
country, andreports20,000-40,000
Americansdiefromit each year.

Thevirusishighly contagious.
It spreads through inhalation of
droplets of respiratory secretions
when persons who have the flu
cough or sneeze. The virus also
can bespread by personal contact,
either shaking hands, or touching
a doorknob, telephone or other
surfacethat someonewho hasthe
flujust touched.

Here are some suggestions for
waysto avoid catching theflu:

» Ask your doctor about getting
aflu shot. Theshotscan boostim-
munity 70-90 percent and aremost
effectivewhen giventwotothree
weeks before flu season, which
typically lasts from December to
March.

« Strivefor ahealthy lifestyle—
eat avariety of foods, including
fruitsandvegetables, drink plenty
of fluidsincluding water, and get
lotsof rest.

» Wash your hands frequently
and avoid touching your nose,
eyesand mouth.

* Try to avoid those who you
know areill during theflu season.
Dogrocery shoppingearly or | ate,
or on aweekday when stores are
lesscrowded. If you'resittingina
theater and someone in the row
behindyoustartscoughing, move
to another seat.

Adults who have the flu typi-
cally are contagious for five to
sevendaysfromtheonset of fever.
Children may becontagiousfor 7-
10 days or longer, especially to
those who may have an immune
system comprised by achronicill-
ness such asasthmaor diabetes.

Incubation period for thefluis
1-4 days. Thisis one reason why
the illness can spread through a
school, workplace or community
quickly. Common symptoms in-
clude headaches, muscle aches,
andjoint pain; fatigue; sorethroat;

fever, with or without chills; nasa
congestion, water eyes, runny NOSe;
and vomiting and diarrhea. Theflu
isaviral illness that may subside
withadequaterest, increasingfluid
intake and targeting symptoms,
such astaking cold medicinefor a
runny nose.

Precautions can reduce risk of flu

clude pneumonia, an earache or
fluidintheears, persistent fever or
return of afever that has previ-
ously subsided, wheezy cough,
rapid or irregular heartbeat, or
chronicillnesssuchasasthmathat
worsens and signals the need to
follow up with ahealth care pro-
fessional.

Avianinfluenza—or bird flu—
isaviral respiratory infectionin
birds. Scientistsarestudyingtheill-
nessinfecting small flocksof birds
primarily in southeast Asia. While
it hasnot yet beenreportedinbirds
or humans in the United States,
thereis concern, asthisstrainisa
more severe form of bird flu than
virusesreported previoudly.

Most forms of virus that infect
poultry do not infect humans.

So far, the 126 people to date
whohavebeendiagnosedwiththe
diseasehavebeen peopleworking
directly withinfected flocks.

There is no reason to pass up
chicken or turkey on the menu,
though. Heat from normal cook-
ingwill destroy thevirus.
