Lady Trojans lose to Stockton
in first game of Round Robin

The Logan girls basketball team
opened their season with a 64-53
loss to WaKeeney last Friday.

“I thought that our team did a
great job of pushing the ball up the
floor and finishing the fast
breaks,” said Coach Linda
Nighswonger. “We are playing a
faster tempo this year and it will
take a few games to be firing on all
cylinders. We have many things to
work on, but I’m pleased at how
we came out and attacked both on
offense and defense.”

Shelley Kemper led scoring
with 12 points, followed by
Bethany Clements, 10; Anne
Hartman, 9; Megan Brumbaugh
and Savannah Sammons, 6 each;
Shaley Van Loenen and Jenny
Noel, 4 each; and Jenny Archer, 2.

Rebounding honors went to

Kemper with seven, followed by
Hartman, Noel and Van Loenen
with five each.

Out of the team’s eight steals,
Noel grabbed three and Hartman
and Kemper both took two.

Brumbaugh led assists with six,
while Kemper, Hartman and Noel
each found two teammates open
for baskets.

Kemper made the team’s only
block.

The Logan Lady Trojans played
the first of three games in the
Plainville Round Robin Tourna-
ment Tuesday in Plainville, where
they lost to Stockton 51-42.

“We had a rough first half,” said
Coach Linda Nighswonger. “We
did not push the ball as well as we
did on Friday night and went into
the locker room down by 11.

“We came out more focused,
pressured the ball more on defense
and led by 2 points at the end of the
third quarter. We did not do a good
job of taking care of the ball in the
fourth quarter.”

Megan Brumbaugh led scoring
for Logan’s ladies with 8 points,

followed by Anne Hartman, 7;
Bethany Clements, Jenny Noel
and Savannah Sammons, 6 each;
Shaley Van Loenen, 5; and Shelley
Kemper, 4.

Out of 34 rebounds, Sammons
led with nine, Hartman brought in
seven and Brumbaugh grabbed
six.

Brumbaugh led steals with five,
followed by Clements and
Hartman, who both had three.

Brumbaugh, Noel, Hartman and
Kemper each found three team-
mates open for baskets.
