Showing now through Sunday,
Jan. 29, isaportion of aworld-re-
nowned collectionof Chinesejade
figuresdistinguished by their cul-
tural and artistic significance,
from the Arthur M. Sackler Gal-
lery atthe Smithsonian I nstitution.

The 35 pieces of unique jade
featured in this exhibition,
“Magic, Myths, and Minerals”,
were created during a 3,000-year
period of Chinesehistory for both
ritual and decorative purposes.
The exhibition explores both the
symbolic meaning and technical
aspectsof thesepowerful, gemlike
figures, many measuring only
inchesacross.

Despite their diminutive size,
these figures have the visual and
historical impact of much larger
worksof art.

The objects are organized into
sections recounting the signifi-
canceof animalsin Chinesefolk-

lore and into sections describing
thehistory and techniquesof Chi-
nesejadework.

This exhibit has traveled for
more than two years and the
Hansen Museum isits last stop
beforereturningtoWashington. It
hasbeentoVirginia, Florida, Cali-
fornia, Texas, Nebraska, Wyo-
ming, Maryland and now, L ogan.
