Wrestlers get
wins at home

Junior varsity will compete in
basketball quadrangular Saturday

Goodland Tournament
Norton will travel to Goodland

today to compete with 13 other
teams in the Holiday Classic Dual
Tournament which will continue
on Saturday.

The tournament opens at 2 p.m.
central time and teams will be di-
vided into two pools of seven.

In Pool A will be Ulysses, Gar-

In Pool B will be Norton, Scott
City, Leoti, Oakley, Team X (com-
bination of wrestlers from various
teams including Norton), Dodge
City and Tonganoxie.
