Rep. Faber said if thebudget is
left asitis, itisgoing to be pretty
flat. Toget any of theextrasdone,
the state will have to havetax in-
Creases.

“l guess| can sum it up in one
sentence,” he said. “I’m going to
keep the powder dry. We know
therearegoingto bealot of folks
asking for money.”

Sen. Ralph Ostmeyer said the
statecameup with apositiveend-
ing balancefor 2005 of about $90
million. But, he said, that money

isa ready spokenforin2006, 2007
and 2008 spending.

“Wehave around $200 million
in new spending that we' re not
evengoingtomeetover,” hesaid.

“1 don’t know if we should be
bonding ourselves into our
grandchildren’ stime, but we al s
needtokeep upwithour transpor-
tation program, whichisvery im-
portant.”
