The Norton Community High

wrestling team finished a grueling
three days of wrestling with a third
place finish in the Holiday Classic
Wrestling Tournament Saturday
in Goodland.

The Blue Jays won duals over
Phillipsburg and Stockton on
Thursday, then competed Friday
and Saturday in the duals tourna-
ment in Goodland.

“We knew going into the tour-
nament that we were banged up
and also lacking experienced
wrestlers at a number of posi-
tions,” said Coach Bill Johnson.

“To win the tournament, we knew
we would have to beat Goodland
and Garden City, which turned out
to be our only losses.”

Garden City won the champion-
ship and Goodland finished second.

Fourteen teams competed in the
two days of duals, which began
Friday afternoon. One of the teams
was Team-X, which included
wrestlers from Norton and other
schools. They compiled a 4-2
record but were not included in
team scoring.

Norton was in a pool with Scott
City, Leoti, Oakley, Dodge City,
Tonganoxie and Team-X. Com-
peting in the other pool were
Ulysses, Garden City, Hill City,
Hoxie, Goodland, Buhler and
Skyview, Colo.

Norton wrestled Scott City in
the Jays’ first dual and defeated the
Beavers 56-15. In their second
dual on Friday, Norton outpointed
Leoti 66-10, then defeated Oakley
51-24. In their final dual on Friday,
the Jays outscored Team-X 65-12.

In Saturday’s pool competition,
Norton defeated Dodge City 56-
24 and Tonganoxie 66-18.

The top two teams in each pool
competed for the championship.
Norton was tops in one pool and
Scott City was second. Garden
City won its pool and Goodland
placed second.

In the championship semi-fi-
nals, Norton wrestled Goodland
and lost 41-30. The Blue Jays were
open at two weights and had to
forfeit, losing 12 points. In their
final dual of the tournament,
Norton wrestled Garden City and
lost 37-30. Norton was open at six
weights so had to forfeit 36 points.

Five Norton wrestlers were un-
beaten and received special
awards — Clay Madden, 119-
pound senior, 7-0; Nathan
Broeckelman, 125-pound junior,
8-0; Kent Mann, 130-pound jun-
ior, 8-0; Blake VanEaton, 140-
pound junior, 7-0 and Lance Roe,
160-pound senior, 7-0.

Luke Pfannenstiel, 152-pound
senior, went 7-1 in the tournament.
Senior twins Jon Harding, 135-
pounds, and Jeremy Harding, 145-
pounds, compiled 6-2 tourney
records.

Davvid Stanley, 189-pound se-
nior, was 5-2; Shane Stanley, 215-
pound junior, was 2-3 and William
Wilhite, 171-pound senior, was 2-
1. Sophomore David Counter at
103 was 0-3 and sophomore Zach
Mannel at 275 was 0-5.

Freshman Zach Bainter
wrestles at 112 but was injured and
did not wrestle.

By vote of team coaches, Mad-
den was chosen “Outstanding
Tournament Wrestler” for weights
103-140 and Roe was selected as
“Outstanding Tournament Wres-
tler” for weights 145-275.

Coach Johnson chose Madden
as Norton’s “Wrestler of the
Week”.

“We wrestled pretty well in the

tournament,” said Coach Johnson.
“We were just a little short of ex-
perienced wrestlers. I thought
Clay and Lance should be the out-
standing wrestlers and the other
coaches obviously agreed. I chose
Clay as our outstanding wrestler
mainly because he defeated Brett
Bahe, Goodland’s outstanding
wrestler who defeated him the past
two years.”

Curtis Black, a 2004 Norton
Community High School graduate
and four-year wrestling letterman
for the Blue Jays, is a sophomore
at Hutchinson Community Col-
lege and in his second year as as-
sistant wrestling coach at Buhler.
He is the son of Tami and Kevin
Black, Norton.
