Asof Jan. 1, because of federa
legislation, commercial drivers
licenses (CDLs) can only be pur-
chased at astatedriverslicenseof-
fice.

Any drivers license that has
CDL printed on the top right cor-
ner can't be processed at regular
county offices, including name
and address changes.

However, said County Trea-
surer Cindy Linner, they will still
be able to do ClassA and B non-
commercial licenses, and ClassC,

orregular driverslicenses, aswell
asidentification cards.

She said the only placesin the
areawhere CDLs can be appliec
for or renewed are thetreasurer’s
officesin Phillipsburg, Hays anc
Colby. Those officesare openfor
drivers license renewals from 7
am.to5:45p.m. Tuesday through
Friday.
