With the win, Norton extended
their season record to 4-2.

The first quarter ended with
Norton leading 9-8.

The Blue Jays put in 14 points
comparedto5fortheTigersinthe
second quarter to take a 23-13
halftime lead. Lewis hit another
basket andtwofreethrows, center
Heath Vincent swished a basket
and two charities, Georgeson hit
another basket and a free throw
and K atsburied athree-point shot.

Coach Kevin Jilka's quintet
started with abang by scoring 23
first quarter points, then cameout
of thelocker room after intermis-
sion to put 25 more on the board.

“We got after them from the
start,” said Coach Jilka

“Weweremoreefficient offen-
sively tonight and shot better than
against Oberlin on Tuesday.”

The Lady Jays hit 50 percent
from the field, compared to 31
percent on Tuesday. Stockton shot
even better, swishing 52 percent of
their shots, but took half asmany.

Norton shot successfully from
anywhere on the court, hitting
about half their shotsin the paint
and half from the perimeter.

Klaire
Mann hit a basket and free throw
and Whitney Newell, Chelsea
Cox, LauraLee Baird and Becca
Ebert each swished a two-point
basket.

The Norton defense was also
equal to the occasion, limiting
Stocktontojust 9 pointsinthe pe-
riod.

The second quarter was alittle
closer but Norton still outscored
the Lady Tigers 14-10 to take a
commanding 37-19 halftimelead.
Most of the Lady Jays’ points
cameinsidethepaint ascenter Cox
hitafieldgoal andtwofreethrows
and center Ebert swishedtwofield
goals. LauraLeeBairdhitathree-
point shot and Whitney Newell
connected on a two-point shot
fromtheperimeter aswell asafree
throw.

The Lady Jays outscored the
Lady Tigers25-7inthethirdquar-
tertoextendtheir advantageto 62-
26. Cox was unstoppabl e under-
neath as she poured in seven bas-
ketsand added afreethrow. Ebert
also hit two baskets in the paint.
Joneshit her fifthtrey of thegame

and Newell added a basket and
charity toss.

Norton reserves played the
fourth quarter and Stockton
outscored them 11-4. Norton's
points came on baskets by Baird
and Megan K ats.

“Withanother gameon Friday,
it was nice to be able to play
some of our bench and rest the
starters,” said Coach Jilka.

Jones buried 5 of 9 shots from
beyond the arc for 56 percent ac-
curacy, missed her only two-point
try and ended 5 of 10 for 50 per-
cent and 15 points.

Shehit 5 of 8 shotsfor 63 percent
and 10 points.

Savannah Lowry led Stockton
in scoring with 13 points; Renee
Berkley added 12.
