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Commission asks for plans
from department heads

The Norton County Commis-
sioners want the non-elected de-
partment supervisorstoget aplan
put together sayingwhat they will
beworkingonthisyear andwhen.

Commissioner JohnMillertold
NoxiousWeed Supervisor Reggie
Beckman at Monday’s meeting
that they were concerned because
they never get reportsfromhimon
what heand his crew are doing.

“Wedon't know what your plan
is,” hesaid.

Mr. Beckman said he just fin-
ished his annual report for 2005
that needsto besigned and turned
into the state by Feb. 15. He said
now, they were doing mainte-
nance, but they were almost done
with that.

Mr. Miller saidtheproblemwas
that they were just doing busy
work.

“We'll be talking to all of the
department heads,” hesaid. “Our
concern is there's two full-time
people out there (at Noxious
Weed) who might need somemore
todo. It'snot agood use of thetax
payers dollars.

“We' dliketoknowwhatyou’'re
doing, what your planisfor main-
tenance, your yearly plan. That
way, we can seeif we need to as-
sign you some other duties.”

HesaidMr. Beckmanneededto
report to the commission on a
regular basisthat way they knew
when he was going to meetings
and what training he'll be taking
thisyear.

Mr. Miller said there will be
prisoner training sometime soon
and they werelooking at sending
him and the other noxious weed
employee, that way therewouldbe
back-up at the landfill if needed.

He said they wanted his schedule
of meetings so they would know
if they could send him.

“We're asking everyone for a
meeting schedule, not just you,”
hesaid.

Commissioner Leroy Lang
askedwhenMr. Beckman planned
on starting the yearly spraying.

Mr. Beckman said probably
around April 1.

Mr.Miller saidheneededtotalk
to Solid Waste Supervisor Curt
Archibald and Road and Bridge
Supervisor Tom Brannan to get a
spraying schedule set up for the

landfill, roads, bridges and
ditches.

In other business, the commis-
sion:

*HeardfromMr.Archibaldthat
the prisoner training would be on
Feb. 1andtheneither March6and
7 or March 13 and 14.

* Told Mr. Archibald that they
toured the landfill last week and
would like to see the weeds
cleaned up. Either they needto be
mowed or burned off, thecommis-
sion said. Also, the fence on the
northsidesneedstobetornoff and
evened up. They told him to talk
to the Kansas Department and
Health and Environment to seeif
agrant was available to help pay
for that. They said he also needed
to talk to the neighboring land-
ownerstoseeif they wouldhavea
problem with the fence being
taken out.

* Asked Mr. Archibald to get a
yearly plan together and bring it
back to them.

*HeardfromMr.Archibaldthat
BG Consultants recommended
that the berm in between thefirst
and second pits should not be
taken out.

* Heard from Mr. Brannan that
inorder to get premiumsdown on
their equipment, they need to get
figurestogether onwhat theequip-
mentisactually worth, rather than
what it cost when they originally
bought it..

e LearnedfromMr. Brannanthat
thefinal cost of thesnow stormthis
fall was $14,664.03 for labor anc
equipment.

* Received the annual Noxious
Weed Eradication ProgressReport
for 2005 from Mr. Beckman. the
report included information such
as the estimated acreage of nox-
ious weeds, herbicide disburse-
ment, an enforcement summary,
treatment, and the financial sum-
mary. Thereport saidinthecounty,
noxious weed treated 4,720.5
acres bindweed; 7,156.7 acres of
musk thistle; 1,423.6 acres of
Canada thistle; 62 acres of
Johnsongrass,; and 2.7 acresof bur
ragweed.

e Told Ambulance Director
Andy Nielsen that the county
wasn’'t chosentoreceiveagrantto
build a new ambulance building.
M ost of thosewhorecei ved grants
put up half or morethan half of the
match money for the total cost of
the projects.

* Received a demonstration
from Mr. Nielsen and Assistant
Director Ruth Schillig on the
department’ strai ning mannequin.
Inthedemonstration, they showed
that the current mannequin isn’t
sufficient becauseof ageand con-
dition. Threebidswere presentec
with thelow bid being $1,297.35
plusshipping. However, thebid of
$1,299.89included freeshipping.
