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Slow first half ends with loss
for Norton boys basketball

Coach Doug Reusink knew Hill
City would be seeking revenge
after his Norton Community High
School boys basketball team ral-
lied froma 17-pointdeficit to beat
them in the first round of the Mid-
Continent League Tournament
earlier this year in Norton and the
Ringnecks gotthatrevenge witha
41-33 league win in Hill City on
Friday night.

Justas they did in the first meet-
ing, the Blue Jays fell behind in the
first half. Hill City led 12-8 after
one quarter and 22-10 at halftime.
When the second half began,
Norton slowly cut into the Hill
City lead as they outscored the
Ringnecks 14-6 in the third period
to trail by just 28-24 heading into
the crucial fourth stanza.

Unlike in Norton, the rally
fizzled in the final quarter. The
Ringnecks paraded to the free
throw line and outscored the Blue
Jays 13-9torecord the eight-point
win.

Hill City hit just one field goal
in the fourth quarter but swished
11 of 12 free throw attempts! For
the game, the Ringnecks hit 13 of
19 charities as Norton committed
15 fouls. There was a huge dis-
crepancy in the foul department.
Hill City had only four fouls the
entire game and Norton went to the
free throw line only once!

Bothteams hit 14 field goals but
Norton scored more points from
the field because of four baskets
from beyond the arc compared to
none for the home team.

“Despite the difference in fouls,
fouls didn’t beat us,” said Coach
Reusink.

“We just weren’t ready to play.
To our credit, we came back in the
second half. Heath Vincent got

some big baskets along with
Nathan Morse and Logan Kats to
get us in contention.

“Once we got the lead in the
fourth quarter, we quit playing
with confidence. We made some
silly mistakes and turnovers.

“You have to be ready to play
every night out. Hopefully, this
will be a learning experience for
us.

Senior guard Nathan Morse
gave Norton’s offense a jump start
when he buried a three-point bas-
ket just40 seconds into the second
half. Junior Zach Thompson hit a
two-point shot for Hill City at the
7:05 mark butthe Blue Jays’ senior
center Heath Vincent, who did not
score in the first half, hit three
straight baskets to cut the Ring-
neck lead to 24-19 with 4:08 re-
maining in the third period.

Sophomore guard Logan Kats
drove for a layup, was fouled and
hit the free throw with 2:59 show-
ing and the Blue Jays trailed by just
two points at 24-22!

Senior guard Curt Welter hit a
driving jump shot for Hill City but
Kats answered at the other end for
Norton and it was 26-24 with 2:10
remaining. Senior Ryan Knoll re-
sponded with a jump shot for Hilll
City with 1:05 left and the third
quarter ended with Hill City on top
28-24.

Morse, who had been silent
since his trey to start the second
half, resurfaced in the fourth quar-
ter when he hit a two-point shot
and followed with a basket from
beyond the arc from the other side
of the courtto give Norton its first
lead of the game at29-28 with 6:15
left. Kats stole the ball and drove
for two more Blue Jay points and
a 31-28 Norton advantage at the
5:45 mark.

Welter hit two free throws and
Thompson hitthe Ringnecks’ only
basket of the fourth quarter to put
Hill City back on top 32-31.
Vincenthit his fourth basket of the
game with 4:24 remaining and
Norton led 33-32. The rest of the
game’s points were scored by Hill
City at the charity stripe as the
Ringneckshit9 of 10 tries from the
line for the eight-point win. Wel-
ter hit 8 of 8 free throws for Hill
City in the final quarter.

Norton’s eight points in the first
quarter came on two three-point
baskets by Kats and a two-point
basket by Morse. Hill City got
three baskets from junior center
Tane Brown and a basket each by
Welter, Thompson and senior Jeff
Radcliffe.

The Blue Jays’ only basket of
the second quarter came from jun-
ior guard Jared Engelbert. Hill
City got three baskets from Wel-
ter, one from senior Ryan Knoll
and two free throws from Brown.

Leading scorer for Norton was
Kats with 13 points on 2 of 6 from
long range, 3 of 9 from two-point
land and 5 of 15 overall for 33 per-
cent. He also had the lone Norton
free throw and made it.

Morse was Norton’s other
double figure scorer with 10
points. He hit 2 of 7 from beyond
the arc for 29 percent, 2 of 2 two-
pointtries for 100 percentand 4 of
9 overall for 44 percent accuracy.
Vincent hit 8 points on 4 of 9 for
44 percent.

Welter was leading scorer for
Hill City with 18 points, 8 of them
coming from the free throw line.

As ateam, Norton swished 4 of
18 shots from long range for 22
percent, 10 of 26 two-point at-
tempts for 38 percent and 14 of 44
overall for 32 percent.

Hill City missed all four trey
tries, connected on 14 of 31 two-
point shots for 45 percent and hit
14 of 35 overall for 40 percent.

The Ringnecks’ 13 of 19 at the
free throw line was 68 percent.

Norton outrebounded Hill City
20-13. The Blue Jays grabbed 4
offensive and 16 defensive caroms
and the Ringnecks pulled down 1
offensive and 12 defensive boards.

Leading rebounder for Norton
was Vincent with 6, followed by
Morse, 5; Kats, Engelbert, Wes
Georgeson, Nic Lewis, 2 each;
Brian Juenemann, 1.

Vincent blocked 2 shots and
Lewis rejected 1.

Kats had 2 of Norton’s 5 steals.
Morse, Juenemann and Vincent
had 1 theft each.

Katshad Norton’s only 2 assists.

The Blue Jays had 12 turnovers
and the Ringnecks had just 7.

Coach David Stover’s Norton
junior varsity boys team lost to
Hill City 52-46.

Norton trailed by quarters 16-5,
28-20 and 40-26. The Blue Jays
rallied in the fourth quarter,
outscoring Hill City 20-12, butfell
short.

Leading scorer for Norton was
Preston Herman with 15, followed
by Logan Keiswetter, 8; Matt
Stanley, 7; Jared Cox, Blake Wolf,
6 each; Logan Runnion, 4.

Coach Kevin Jilka’s Norton
Community High School girls
basketball team fashioned a true
team victory over Hill City on Fri-
day in Hill City.

Ten different Lady Jays pulled
down at least one rebound, eight
scored atleast two points and eight
had at least one steal in the 56-32
Mid-Continent League win.

Norton jumped out to an 11-3
lead by the end of the first quarter,
then poured in 25 points compared
to 11 by the home team in the sec-
ond period to take a commanding
36-14 halftime advantage.

An 11-8 third quarter in favor of
the Lady Jays extended Norton’s
lead to 47-22 with one quarter re-
maining. Withreserves seeing alot
of playing time in the final stanza
for Norton, Hill City outscored the
Lady Jays 10-9 butit wastoo little,
too late for the Lady Ringnecks.

“We got off to a good start and
got after it pretty good tonight,”
said Coach Jilka, who saw his
team’s season record go to 13-1.
Hill City fell to 4-10.

“We played hard again. We did a
goodjobontheoffensive boards and
got a lot of stick back baskets. We
shot better from the perimeter, too.

“We also played well defen-
sively, especially in the firsthalf.”

Norton senior center Chelsea
Cox hit two baskets and a free
throw and senior guard Whitney
Newell, senior guard Amber Over-
lease and senior center Becca
Ebert each hit a basket for Norton
in the first quarter.

Sophomore Kali Roberts hit
Hill City’s only first quarter bas-
ketand junior Holly Busshitafree
throw.

InNorton’s big 25-point second
quarter, freshman guard Laura Lee
Baird and senior guard Karlie
Jones led the way offensively.
Baird buried two three-point bas-
kets and a two-point shot and
Jones hit a long range basket and
two two-point baskets. Five other
Lady Jays scored in the quarter.
Newell, Cox, senior guard Klaire
Mann, Ebert and sophomore cen-
ter Chantille Campbell each hit a
basket.

Sophomore Katelyn Keith hit
two baskets and a free throw, jun-
ior Jamie Alexander hit a basket
and two free throws, and freshman
Crystal Kinderknecht hit a basket
for Hill City.

Junior Liz Miller hit a trey,
Alexander hit a basket, Keith hit
two free throws and Buss swished
a free throw.

The Lady Jays finished with
Baird’s third trey of the game
along with a two-point basket and
baskets by Overlease and
Campbell. Fourth quarter points
for Hill City came on two baskets
by Kinderknecht, abasketeach by
Buss and Miller and two charities
by Keith.

Baird was the leading scorer for
Norton with 13 points on anet siz-
zling 3 of 4 from long range for 75
percentaccuracy, 2 of 2 two-point
baskets for 100 percent and 5 of 6
overall for 83 percent accuracy.
The other seven players who
scored for Norton were: Cox, 9;
Campbell, 8; Jones, Newell, 7
each; Overlease, 6; Ebert, 4;
Mann, 2.
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Leading scorer for Hill City was
Keith with 9 points.

As a team, Norton hit 5 of 13
shots from beyond the arc, 18 0f 48
two-point tries and 23 of 61 over-
all for 38 percent.

Hill City found the range on 1 of
1 three-point tries, 10 of 42 two-
point shots for 24 percent and 11
of 43 overall for 26 percent.

Nortonhit5 of 16 free throws for
31 percent while Hill City swished
9 of 18 for 50 percent.

The Lady Jays pulled down a
whopping 44 rebounds, 17 offen-
sive and 27 defensive. Hill City
grabbed 25 caroms, 6 offensive
and 19 defensive.
