“Live, With a Song in Your

Heart” was the theme for the meet-
ing of the Mid Century Greater
Federation of Women’s Clubs at
their Jan. 26 meeting.

“Heritage of Hymns”.

Mrs. Will told members that
Christians used to meet in secret
because of their persecution, there-
fore, sang very little. The practice of
singing in response to a chant or
scriptural reading was introduced at
Antioch early in the fourth century
and the chanting of psalm verses
became the responsibility of the
congregation. During the Dark
Ages hymns became a vehicle for
promoting the spread of Christian-
ity. During the Reformation, con-
gregational singing became a part of
the church service.

In the history of American hym-
nology, there have been many in-
fluences of Negro spirituals, evan-
gelist Dwight L. Moody and the
most prolific hymn writer in his-
tory, Fanny Crosby. One of the
greatest hymn writers of the 18th
century was Charles Wesley. The
title, “Father of English Hymnol-
ogy” goes to Isaac Watts who pub-

lished about 750 hymns and
psalms in four books.

Stories about specific hymns
were shared by Darlene McEwen,
Geraldine Packer, Carolyn
Higgason, Lynn Nelson, Claire Ann
Eppinger and Beverly Kindler.

Following each story, the group
sang the song with Rosetta
McFarland accompanying.
