Norton boys outscore Oberlin

Inarepeat performance, Coach
Doug Reusink’s Norton Commu-
nity High School boys basketball
team defeated Oberlin 56-37 on
Tuesday evening in Oberlin.

The Blue Jays beatthe Red Dev-
ils 59-24 in Norton on January 3.

This time, the score was a little
closer because Oberlin shotalittle
better and Norton notquite as well.
Just as in the previous meeting,
however, the Blue Jays dominated
the backboards.

“We didn’t play with alot of in-
tensity and their young men
played better than the first time we
played them,” said Coach
Reusink.

“We did some good things but
just didn’t play with the intensity
[liketo see. It was a good road win
forus.”

With the victory, Norton ex-
tended their season record to 10-5
and Oberlin fell to 4-13.

Norton’s two returning
lettermen got the game off to a
good start. Senior center Heath
Vincent hit two straight field
goals, followed by a driving bank
shot by senior guard Nathan
Morse. With Vincent hitting an-
otherbasket and free throw, Morse
burying a shot from beyond the
arc, junior center Nic Lewis tally-
ing two baskets and sophomore
forward Wes Georgeson hitting a
bank shot at the buzzer, the Blue
Jays forged an 18-12 first quarter
lead.

Oberlin’s first quarter points
came on two three-point baskets
by senior Jesse Juenemann, a
cousin of Norton junior Brian
Juenemann; a basket by senior
Andy Inman, a former resident of
Norton with relatives here; a bas-
ketby freshman Logan Fortin and
two free throws by junior Andy
Gilliam.

Norton tallied from both the
perimeter and the paint in the sec-
ond quarter to outscore the Red
Devils 18-9 and pull away fora36-
21 halftime advantage. Junior
guard Jared Engelbert hittwo bas-

Morse connected on another long
range basket. Inside, Vincent hit
two more baskets and Lewis and
Georgeson each hit another bas-
ket. Sophomore guard Logan Kats
added a free throw just before in-
termission.

Inman scored 6 of Oberlin’s 9
second quarter points on a three-
pointbasket, two-point basket and
free throw. The Red Devils’ other
points came on a trey by junior
Jobey Black.

The third quarter turned out to
be a defensive struggle, with
Oberlin outscoring Norton 8-7 but
the Blue Jays still had a comfort-
able 43-29 lead at the end of the
period. Norton’s points came on
baskets by Georgeson, Lewis and
Vincent and a free throw by
Juenemann.

Oberlin gottwo more baskets by
Inman and a basket each by
Juenemann and Black.

The Blue Jays outscored the Red
Devils 13-8 in the last quarter to
extend their final margin of victory
to 19 points. Most of Norton’s
points came at the free throw line
as Oberlin fouled in an attempt to
get the ball. Vincent hit another
basket and two charities. Lewis
and sophomore forward
Preston 'Herman each hitbaskets,
Morse and sophomore guard-cen-
ter Jared Cox each hit two free
tosses and Kats hit another char-
ity.

Oberlin’s final points came on
baskets by senior Teryn Grafel,
freshman Lucas Juenemann and
junior Nolan May and free throws
by Inman and Fortin.

Vincent was leading scorer for
Norton with 17 points on 7 of 11
from the field for 64 percent accu-
racy and 3 of 4 free throws for 75
percent.

Morse and Lewis each scored 10
points. Morse buried 2 of 3 from
beyond the arc for 67 percent, 1 of
1 two-point shots and 3 of 4 over-
all for a net-sizzling 75 percent
from the field. He was also a per-
fect 2 of 2 from the charity stripe.

Lady Blue Jays defeat Oberlin Devils for second time

For the second time this year,
Coach KevinJilka’s Norton Com-
munity High School girls basket-
ball team defeated the Oberlin
Lady Red Devils on Tuesday night
in Oberlin.

Norton prevailed 42-31 on
January 3 in Norton and won 45-
33 on Tuesday evening.

This time around, Norton took
a big lead in the first quarter and
the two teams played on fairly
equal terms the rest of the way.

“We did a nice job of executing
our offense in the first half but
didn’t shoot the ball very well,”
said Coach Jilka. “In the second
half, we didn’ttake very good care
of the ball and had 14 turnovers.

“Oberlin has a good team and
it’s tough to play at their place.
Fortunately, we came out with a
win.”

With the victory, Norton ex-
tended their season record to 14-1
and Oberlin fell to 7-10.

Norton scored from all over the
courtin building a 15-2 first quar-
ter lead. Senior guard Whitney
Newelll hita three-point and two-
point basket, senior guard Karlie
Jones threw in two two-point bas-
kets, senior center Chelsea Cox hit
a basket and two free throws and
senior Becca Ebert hit a basket.

Oberlin’s only first quarter
points came on a basket by junior
Sarah Murray.

Both teams scored 11 points in
the second quarter. Norton’s
points came on another basket
from beyond the arc by Newell,
baskets by Cox and Ebert, two free
throws by senior guard Amber
Overlease and charities by Jones
and freshman guard Laura Lee
Baird.

Oberlin tallied on two baskets
and four free throws by junior
Tricia Dorshorst and a basket and
free throw by junior Lauren Fortin.

Oberlin outscored Norton 11-9
in the third quarter to cut the Lady
Jay advantage to 35-24. Baird led
scoring for Norton with a long
range shot and two-point basket.
Cox and Overlease each hit a bas-
ket for Norton’s other third quar-
ter points.

Dorshorst hit three baskets for
Oberlin in the third quarter while

Fortin hit a basket and free throw
and Murray swished a basket.

The Lady Jays had a 10-9 edge
in the fourth stanza to end with a
12-point victory. Jones buried a
shot from beyond the arc, Cox hit
two baskets, Ebert swished a bas-
ket and Baird hit a free toss for
Norton’s final points.

Oberlin finished with atrey and
two-point basket by Fortin, a two-
pointbasketby Dorshorstand two
charities by Murray.

From the free throw line, Norton
connectedon 7 of 13 for 51 percent
and Oberlin swished 8 of 10 for 80
percent.

The Lady Jays outrebounded
the Lady Red Devils 31-22.
Norton grabbed 14 offensive and
17 defensive caroms and Oberlin
pulled down 7 offensive and 15
defensive boards.

Cox was the leading rebounder
for Norton with 9 caroms, fol-
lowed by Ebert, Jones, 5 each;
Chantille Campbell, 4; Overlease,
3; Baird, Newell, 2 each; Klaire
Mann, 1.

Norton had 13 steals compared
to 8 for Oberlin. Newell and Jones
had 4 thefts each, followed by
Cox, Baird, Overlease, Ebert,
Campbell, 1 each.

The Lady Jays had 10 assists and
the Lady Red Devils had 6. Mann
was assists leader with 3, followed
by Newell, Overlease, Jones, 2
each; Baird, 1.

Norton had 19 turnovers and

Oberlin turned the ball over 20
times.
