coverage and the “working poor.”

The Washington Post notes the
“$439.3 billion the plan devotes to
the military is 45 percent greater
than the Pentagon budget when
Bush took office five years ago.”*

include the funding of the wars in
[raq or Afghanistan. Nor does it
include much of a monetary ben-
efit for our military personnel sala-
ries.

The budget has been delivered
to Congress and now the hammer-
ing begins.

I am trying to under-
stand cuts to education when we
have been ordered to implement
the “No Child Left Behind” plan.
The logic in that evades me.

Nextonthelistis Medicare. Just
as baby boomers are reaching re-
tirement age Medicare has been
ordered to slim down. I’'m not
quite sure how this plays out with
the recently installed Medicare
drug program, but I am quite sure
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the loser in this will not be the drug
companies.

In our effort to be “safe” we
mustnotbecome so engulfed with
fear we lose sight of our belief in
helping each other. Defense Sec-
retary Donald Rumsfeld and I
agree on very few things. Butone
statementhe made I do agree with:
“Nonation, no matter how power-
ful, has the resources or capability
to defend everywhere, at every
moment of the day or night,
against every conceivable type of
attack.”**

At this point we part company,
he says the increases in military
will make for a more “flexible
fighting force” and I say at whator
whose expense? In our Christian
heritage, have we forgotten the
Beatitudes or is that part of the
Bible thatisn’trelevant to the zeal-
ots in today’s environment?

Norton man changes plea to guilty

A Norton County man changed
his plea to guilty on two counts
involving sexual misconduct with
anunderage boy, but maintains his
innocence on one of the counts.

On Thursday, Jay Holste pled
guilty on a count of lewd and las-
civious behavior and entered an
Alford guilty plea on a count of
sexual battery as part of a plea
agreement.

County Counselor Doug
Sebelius said the Alford plea is a
guilty plea without acknowledg-
ing the guilt and is used when
someone must plead guilty but
wants to maintain theirinnocence.

Mr. Holste was arrested in Oc-
tober and charged with two counts
of sexual battery and one count of
lewd and lascivious behavior after
aNorton boy accused him of “un-
lawfully and intentionally touch-
ing” the youth withouthis consent
with “the intent to arouse or satisfy
the sexual desires of the offender”
onJuly 19 and Aug. 5.

Each count of sexual battery,
which are class A misdemeanors,
carry a jail sentence of up to 12

months and a fine of up to $2,500,
while the count of lewd and las-
civious behavior, aclass B misde-
meanor, carries a jail sentence of
up to six months and a fine of up
to $1,500.

Mr. Sebelius told the court that
in exchange for a guilty plea on
count two, lewd and lascivious
behavior, and count three, sexual
battery, the state will dismiss
count one, also sexual battery.
And, he said, Mr. Holste will be
registered as a sex offender.

Calvin Williams, Mr. Holste’s
attorney, also turned in a psycho-
logical evaluation, which was re-
viewed by the judge along with the
victim’s statement.

Judge Barbara Stites, who is
from Hill City and was filling in
for Judge Debra Anderson who
was ill, said she was concerned
thatnothaving two absolute guilty
pleas mightinterfere with therapy.

Afterreviewing the information
of the case, she said the court
would agree to the dismissal of
count one and would accept the
guilty plea to the charge of lewd
and lascivious behavior, but was
not willing to take the Alford
guilty plea on count three.

A request by Mr. Sebelius to
speak to Judge Stites in chambers
was granted and when courtrecon-
vened, she accepted the Alford
plea.

When asked, Mr. Holste said he
had been fairly represented and
was aware that he would have to
serve any sentence and pay all
fines and fees.

Before sentencing, Mr. Holste
read a statement, saying he was
guilty of lewd and lascivious be-
havior and was truly sorry and
ashamed of his conduct. He prom-
ised the courtand community that
nothing like that would happen
again.

“Sometimes in life, we have to
face the truth,” he said.

But as for the sexual battery
charge, he said, he never touched
the young man nor had the young
man touched him to arouse or sat-
isfy his sexual desires. But, he
said, even though he would have
to be registered as a sex offender,
aguilty plea was needed to ensure
closure foreveryone involved and
to prevent the embarrassment of a
trial for his family and the victim’s
family.

He apologized for his actions.

Judge Stites said for count two,
the charge of lewd and lascivious
behavior, Mr. Holste would be
fined $1,000 and was sentenced to
six months in the Norton County
Jail. The sentence was suspended
to three years of supervised proba-
tion with court services after serv-
ing 10 days in jail.

For count three, the charge of
sexual battery, she said, Mr. Holste
would be fined $2,500 and was sen-
tenced to one year in the Norton
County Jailtobe served consecutive
tothe six months. That sentence was
suspended to three years of super-
vised probation torun concurrently
with the other count after serving 30
days in jail.

She said Mr. Holste also had to
register as a sex offender as soon
as court adjourned and had to
checkinto atherapy program with
astate licensed therapistand have
a therapy plan turned into her
within 60 days.

Mr. Holste will pay a total of
$3.,500in fines, plus $117 for court
costs, a $45 booking fee, $25 pro-
bation fee, and $25 for testing. He
will serve 40 days in the Norton
County Jail and will have three
years of supervised probation.
