If an animal gets sick in Kan-
sas, the Kansas Animal Health
Department wants to know
about it.

A series of meetings through-
out the state, co-sponsored by
county extension offices and
Farm Bureau are trying to ex-
plain the premise and purpose of
animal identification and the
equipment used in this program.

Norton County’s program
was held Feb. 13 at the 4-H
Building.

The National Animal Identi-
fication Systemwill become
mandatory in  2009. The na-
tional system is dependent upon
each state administering identi-
fication and registration.

Animals have been identified
in regulatory programs since

1927, and today for a variety of in-
terstate transportation of breeding
animals. The national system was
developed for a rapid and much
more effective 48-hour tracking
period during a severe disease out-
break. A communicable disease
could devastate the livestock in-
dustry economy of Kansas.

The goal of the congressional

internship is to give young adults
the opportunity to participate in
public service.

Intern responsibilities include as-
sisting Congressman Moran and
his staff with legislative and ad-
ministrative projects.

Summer internships are flexible
but generally run in two sessions,
the first from mid-May to June 30
and the second from July 5 to mid-
August.

To apply for an internship, stu-
dents should submit a completed
application form, cover letter,
résumé, college transcript and
three letters of reference. The
cover letter should explain their

interest in public service and the
goals they hope to achieve by par-
ticipating.
