Deadlines extended for
conservation program

The county will be putting in a
new 27-foot bridge where the his-
torical bridge used to be near
Lenora.

Congressman Jerry Moran an-
nounced the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) is extending
the April 14 sign-up deadline for
Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP) contracts that are set to ex-
pire in 2007. Congressman Moran
received verification today that
USDA will be extending the re-
enrollment, extension and general
sign-up deadline by two weeks.

“Extension of this deadline is
critical to allow producers to make
informed decisions,” he said. “The
availability of haying and grazing
practices is important to Kansas
producers and can strongly influ-

ence decisions to extend or re-en-
roll CRP contracts.”

Mr. Moran asked USDA for this
extension when misinterpretation
of controlled burning and man-
aged haying and grazing regula-
tions, as well as other last hour rule
clarifications, caused confusion
and concern among Kansas pro-
ducers. At his request the issues
are being corrected, but informa-
tion was not going to be available
to producers in sufficient time be-
fore the April 14 sign-up deadline.
