Clark, of
Russell, took the lead from Jordan
Grabouski on lap 5 and the duo
pulled away from the field.
Murray reeled in the leading two-
some and passed Grabouskion lap
12 for the runner-up spot. Murray
slowly reeled in Clark and made
the winning pass on lap 17. Chad
Dolan won a close race for third
over Randy Wilson and Rick
Schwab. Twenty of the 22 starters
finished the 20-lap race that went
caution free. Heat race winners
were Nate Schaben, Clark, and
Wilson.

Josh Hudson of Kensington led
all 20 laps of the caution free
IMCA Stock Car feature. Hudson
took the lead at the drop of the
green and pulled away. But Cory
Struckhoff caught up to Hudson
and tried to make a pass on several
occasions but had to settle for the
runner-up spot.
