Two forms of the disease are coro-
nary heart disease and stroke.One
cause of heart attack and stroke is
an accumulation of a fatty sub-
stance called plaque in the walls of
arteries.

Almost 25 percent of all adults
smoke, with more men smoking
than women. Smokers are two to
four times more likely to suffer

heart attack that non-smokers.
One in five Americans have high
blood cholesterol. The higher the
cholesterol level, the greater the
build-up of plaque.

Key ways to control heart attack
and stroke are: •lower blood pres-
sure •get more physical activity
•maintain or lose weight •eat a diet
rich in fruits and vegetables; low
in fat, saturated fats and choles-
terol •choose lean meat, fish and
skinless poultry, •limit alcohol
consumption to one per day for
women and two per day for men
•maintain a healthy weight •en-
gage in 30 minutes of moderate
physical activity five or more
times per week.
