Christians are often in-
structed that they need to know
Jesus. It is not enough to know
about Jesus. He is a life giving
Spirit (Holy Spirit) that can be
known.

One way a person knows
Jesus is to abide in Him. In John
15, Jesus says, “Abide in me as
I abide in you.” Jesus told a par-
able about the vine and the
branches. The vine supports the
branches. He is the vine; we are
the branches. When a person
turns to Jesus, recognizes his
need and confesses that need,
then the living Christ is wel-
comed into that life.

“Be assured that my words are not false, one perfect 
in knowledge is with you.”  This is what the angel of the Lord told 
Job (36:4).
