The Norton County 4-H Shoot-
ing Sports members were high
rankers last month in an archery
tournament in Great Bend.

In the junior barebow division,
Diedre Kramer took third with 93
points in 3-D shooting and first in
FITA with 157 points for a second
place finish at 250.

Following Kramer in junior
barebow were Jesse Gallentine —
3-D 81, FITA 114, total 195; Casey
Robison — 3-D 80, FITA 98, total
178; Tyler Esslinger — 3-D 46,
FITA 100, total 148; Scott Arehart
— 3-D 68, FITA 74, total 142;
Marcus Miller — 3-D 50, FITA 78,
total 128; and Shelbi McKenna —
3-D 40, FITA 67, total 107.

In the junior Olympic division,
Diedre Kramer took an overall
first with a first place 3-D score of
107 and a first place FITA score of
139 for a total of 246. Shelbi
McKenna also competed in the
division, scoring 55 in 3-D and 77
in FITA for a total of 132.

In the junior open division,
Casey Robison took second place
overall with a second in 3-D shoot-
ing at 166 and a fourth in FITA at
195 for a total of 361.
