Wildlife, parks stocks
saugeye at Sebelius lake

The Kansas Department of Wild-
life and Parks recently stocked
28,000 saugeye fingerlings in
Sebelius Reservoir west of Norton.

The saugeye, which is a sauger
crossed with a walleye, were pro-
duced and reared at the

Department’s Pratt Fish Hatchery.
They were produced from walleye
eggs and sauger sperm collected
from Kansas waters in March and
early April of this year. The fish
were approximately one to one
and one-half inches at stocking.
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
