Norton graduate running
track at Wichita State

Jared Foley, a sophomore from
Norton, has been akey member of
the 1600 meter relay team for the
Wichita State University men’s
track team this season.

The highlightof the relay team’s
season came in mid-May when
they placed third in the Missouri
Valley Conference outdoor track
meet to propel the Shockers into a
second place finish.

Therelay team members earned
all-conference honors with their
third place time of 3:15.09.

The team had a season best time
of 3:11.45 at the Kansas Relays
where they placed seventh. They
won gold medals this season in the
Emporia Relays and KT
Woodman meet in Wichita. They
also placed second in the Tulsa
Duals and third in the Missouri
Relays.

Foley also ran the 400 meter

dash. He placed fourthin the Tulsa
Duals with a clocking of 50.49.
His best time of the season was
49.05 in the preliminaries of the
Missouri Valley Conference meet.
He missed qualifying for the finals
by 16 hundredths of a second.

Foley was also named to the
2006 Missouri Valley Conference
Track and Field Scholar-Athlete
Team. In order to be named to the
team, a student-athlete must have
placed in the top six at either the
indoor or outdoor Valley champi-
onship and maintaina GPA of 3.00
or higher.

This season, Wichita State
placed 24 student-athletes, the
most from one institution, on the
team.

Foley is the record-holder at
Norton Community High School
in the 400 meter dash.

He is the son of Anna and Craig
Foley of Norton.
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
