Games with Phillipsburg

In the season opener with
Phillipsburg, Norton lost 6-0.

The visiting Panthers tallied two
runs in the first inning, one in the
third and fourth innings and twoin
the fifth inning.

Norton had just three hits. Zink,
Mindrup and Wolf each went 1-2
at the plate. Winning pitcher was
T. Willer.

Losing pitcher was Davis, who
allowed eight hits and walked
eight batters.

Inthe nightcap, the Blue Jay bats
were more active as Norton
pounded out 16 hits to win 8-4.

Norton took a 2-0 lead in the
second inning when Durham
singled and Davis walked and both
scored. Wolf singled and Daniels
doubled but neither made it past
third base.

In the third inning, Norton
added one more run when
Keiswetter singled, Zink walked
and Mindrup singled and
Keiswetter scored.
