Almena Agri-Service said that
area is 99 per cent wrapped up.
Manager Rod Johnson said there
were still some channels tocut. He
said yields were very disappoint-
ing ranging from 5 to 40 bushels
per acre — but, very few 40. Test
weights hung in there at 57 to 58
pounds and the wheat was “bone
dry”.

Dan Mannel is the branch man-
ager in Lenora for Hi-Plains Co-
opAssociation. He said, “Harvest
isbasically as good as over. We did
alittle better than half of last year.
‘We had some 40-bushel wheat, but
there were more disappointments
than good surprises.” Mr. Mannel
said hail got a lot of the Lenora
area’s wheat — some as recent as
aweek and ahalfago. He also said
there had been some freeze dam-
age. The wheat, however, was dry
coming in at 8 to 11 percent with

test weights averaging 57 pounds.

“We finished last Saturday,”
said Vernnie Morris, manager of
Logan Grain. “There might be
some guys cleaning up, but we are
99.9 percent done.” Mr Morris
said most yields were running be-
tween 25 to 39 bushels peracre and
some lower. “It was nothing to
brag about,” he added.

The early weights were good but
itdropped atthe tailend of harvest.
The range was 52 to 60 pounds.

Secretary and bookkeeper,
Cheryl Meyers at Long Island
Grain said thatareais justabout to
finish up with one or two still cut-
ting. She said, “Overall, it was alot
better than everyone had antici-
pated. We had some yields of 30
bushels on up, but some of it was
alotlower.” She said the moisture
content was average, running from
10to 12 percent. She attributed the
poor harvest to a lack of rain and
some freeze damage.
