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Fire leaves downtown
area a smoldering ruin

two businesses.

Even with the efforts of doz-
ens of firemen working to-
gether, U.S. 36 Collectables at
State and Main, and the Norton
Archery Club justeast on Main
couldn’t be saved. The volun-
teer firemen did manage to save
Pure Prairie Natural Foods and
kept the fire from spreading to
other downtown buildings.

The call came in at 3:51 p.m.
when John McClymont spotted
smoke and fire.

Flames could be seen shoot-
ing up from the roof of the ar-
chery club, which was sand-
wiched in between the taller,
two-story buildings of Pure
Prairie and U.S. 36
Collectables.

Firefighters fought the blaze
at the archery club, while at the
same time trying tokeep enough
water on Pure Prairie to the east
and U.S. 36 Collectables to the
west so they didn’t catch fire.

Pure Prairie gotlucky,but U.S.
36 Collectables didn’t. Soon
smoke could be seen seeping
through the bricks on the outer
wall and the roof.

Power was turned off for sev-
eral blocks surrounding the fire
and police evacuated many
businesses.

Alarge partof downtown was
closed to traffic while
firefighters fought the blaze, but
that didn’t stop onlookers from
gathering at a safe distance to
watch as flames engulfed the
archery cluband collapsed U.S.
36 Collectables onto State and
Main. Crews managed to clear
therubble from State Street later
in the evening, opening it and
most of the rest of downtown to
traffic. The block of Washing-
ton Street in front of the demol-
ished buildings was still closed.

The cause of the enormous
blaze is unknown, said Norton
Fire Chief Mitch Jones. But no
one was hurt, he said, and that is
cause for relief.

At first, it seemed there
wasn’tenough water pressure to
even control the flames. But it

wasn’t a problem with the city’s
hydrants, the chief said, it was just
too many trucks hooked up in the
same area.

“Big fires take big water,” he
said. “We’re talking 1,500 to
3,000 gallons a minute here.”

To give an idea of how much
water was needed, Chief Jones
said, it would take 250 gallons a
minute to control, not put out, a
bedroom fire.

He said the rubble was going to
smoke for a while and firemen
were left to watch it overnight,
making sure it wouldn’t start up
again.

The windows of several busi-
nesses across the street from the
fire, including those of
Whitefields Coffee House, Decor
and More, and Ryan, Walter and
McClymont, cracked because of
the heat. Paint bubbled and aw-
nings were charred, as well as a
couple of trees.

Norton County Ambulance Di-
rector Ruth Schillig said an ambu-
lance crew stood by, but there were
noinjuries and none of the firemen
suffered from heat exhaustion.

“Wejusttried to keep everyone
hydrated,” she said.

Dozens of volunteers, wives of
firemen and emergency service
workers kept the firemen cool with
drinksandice packs. The Red Cross
setuparelief station near the scene.

“The Phillips County EMS
(emergency medical service)
cameover to coverour calls while
we weredown here,” Schillig said.
“That helped out a lot.”

City and county employees and
other volunteers helped handle the
hoses and other equipment. Mem-
bers of the Norton Police Depart-
ment, Norton County Sheriff’s
Department and the Kansas De-
partment of Transportation di-
rected traffic.

The Lenora, Almena, Logan,
Oberlin Rural, Norcatur,
Jennings, Phillips County,
Phillipsburg, Sheridan County
and Department of Corrections
fire departments all answered the
call for help, sending at least nine
fire trucks and around 50 men.

Many business owners were
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grateful and relieved when the
fire was over, while others tried
to deal with the shock of loss.

Kirk and Renee Griffith, own-
ers of Whitefields, west across
State from the fire, said their
shop suffered cracked windows,
bubbling paint and a warped
door. Their plastic “open” sign
melted, they said, but that was
the only thing ruined.

“There wasn’tahintof smoke
inside,” Mrs. Griffith said.

Gary Dole, whose wife owns
Decorand More, whichis to the
north of Whitefields, said the
store was closed Monday and he
hadn’t been in the building yet
to see if there was any smoke
damage.

Jim Rowh, owner of Pure
Prairie, said no matter which
way it went for his building, he
was OK with it.

“It’s all in God’s hands,” he
said.

From the moment he was
evacuated, Mr. Rowh could be
seen praying for the protection
of his store, the other stores and
for the people fighting the fire.

“I'wantto thank all the police,
fire departments, emergency
personnel ... and everyone who
was involved in saving that
building,” he said. “They did a
tremendous job.”

Randy West, president of the
archery club, said he had been in
the building around 3:30 p.m. to
check onthe volunteer schedule
forthe club’s booth at the county
fair.

“Everything wasinorder,” he
said. “I didn’t smell smoke, or
hear or see anything unusual. I
sure wish I had, though. Maybe
I could have prevented this
mess.”

Kay Snodgrass said she lost
an antique spinning wheel that
was on display at U.S. 36
Collectables and some tatting.
But, she said, nothing that was
worth anyone’s life.

“The landscape of downtown
Norton has been changed for-
ever,” said one bystander.

“It’s justheartbreaking,” said
another.
