The Norton City/County Airport Board

is finding out that getting federal money
is never as easy as it sounds.

The board has applied for $77,000 of
non-primary entitlement funding for taxi-
way and access improvements. They have
been told the amount is approved. How-
ever, the Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) has some restrictions on how the
money can be used.

A briefing by Tom Bennett of B & G
Consultants, Manhattan, revealed that the
money promised to the Norton Airport has
some strings attached. Mr. Bennett said,
“It’s a different ballgame between FAA
and the State.” Mr. Bennett said the
project has been approved; they (FAA)
just need the amounts.

Part of the problem seemed to be that
Jeff Deitering, the FAA airport planning
engineer who has been working on the

project, has not had an updated Master
Plan for the Norton City/County Airport.
Mr. Bennet said, “We want to get every-
one on the same page.”

He said that the FAA is not used to deal-
ing with small projects like Norton’s pro-
posed airport improvements. He said,
“It’s up to us to make them aware of what
we have here.”
