Why Do We Sin?

WEEKLY SERMONETTE

Why do we sin? What
makes us choose to do
something we know is
wrong? Or does anything
actually “make” us sin?

To be honest, I really don’t
know myself. However, nei-
ther did the apostle Paul. He
said, “I do not understand
what I do. For what I want
to do I do not do, but what I
hate I do.” (Romans
7:15).

Sin is any activity
that is outside of
God’s will for us.

Since we know that
God is all-knowing
and completely good,
we can deduce that
any sin is not in our
best interest. All sins
are bad for us.

Some sins are un-
intentional – what
some would call “ve-
nial sins”. These are
times when we just
weren’t thinking, but
did something sinful
because we didn’t
take time to think
through what we
were doing.

Other sins are
graver, and are things
we knew were wrong
when we consciously
chose to do them. But
all sins are bad for us.

Sometimes we sin
because we have this
mistaken notion that
God is holding out on
us. We think that this
present sinful activity
will bring us pleasure
that God does not
want us to have. In
actuality, God, who is
good, wants us to
have pleasure, but
not the shallow, fleet-
ing pleasures which
turn to rust, or may in
fact corrode.

One thing God

wants us to realize as that sin is
self-destructive. When we sin
we are choosing to live less of
the abundant life than God has
planned for us.

What should we do with sin?
If I knew that the person read-
ing this right now was never
going to sin again, I would not
have written this article. But in
the likely event that you do sin,

God has an excellent plan for
dealing with your guilt.

First, acknowledge your sin. If
you sin, then you are guilty. Ad-
mit it was wrong and confess it.

Second, grieve your sin. Real-
ize its consequences, its victims
(including yourself) mourn the
loss of God’s better plan. If you
aren’t at least slightly embar-
rassed about what you’ve done,

you’ll have a hard time with
the next steps.

Third, repent. That is
God’s word for turning from
your sin and not doing it the
next time the opportunity
arises. Ask for God’s help,
not only when you are
tempted, but before.

Fourth, ask for forgive-
ness. God promises to for-

give the repentant.
Fifth, trust God with

your guilt and forgive-
ness. His son died on the
cross to pay the penalty
for your sin. If you can-
not trust that Jesus’ sac-
rifice was enough to pay
the debt, you will not feel
forgiven. God has said it
is enough, that Jesus’ act
was in fact effective.
Let’s take His word for it.
He is faithful, and does
not lie.

Lastly, remind your-
self that God loves you
more than you will ever
know. He does not love
you because you are
good, or smart, or gifted,
but because you are His.
Live the life of the for-
given, the beloved, not
the life of the guilty.
Henri Nouwen once said
“Being the Beloved con-
stitutes the core truth of
our existence.”

It is important to know
that when we sin, when
we do self-destructive
things, we are choosing
a path that is less than
God’s best for us. He is a
loving God and His will is
always in our best inter-
ests.

It is equally important
to know that we can be
forgiven, and it is also
equally important to
know that when we have
been forgiven, we are in
fact completely forgiven.
