Did you ever wonder,

If you listen to differ-
ent people you hear so
many different things
from “The Man up-
stairs” to “Higher
Power”. I listened in
disgust recently as a
woman interviewed on
Fox News stated that an
angry God had caused
the death of the five
young Amish girls who
were murdered in a
Pennsylvania school-
house. There are so
many different ideas
from so many people.

People make conclu-
sions about God from
many sources. Some
people look at various
situations and events on
the earth and make con-
clusions about what
God is like. Some
people’s only under-
standing is what they’ve
been taught from child-
hood, whether good or
bad. But, how do we
know what He is really
like?

In Hebrews 1:3 Jesus
is called the “exact like-
ness” of God. In
Colossians, Jesus is
called the “image of the
invisible God.” In other
words, just like a sculp-
tor patterns an artwork
after a live person, so
Jesus is like a sculpture
(image) of God who is
invisible. Another way
to look at it is this: a
photo of a person. Jesus
is the picture or photo of
God. Jesus said in the
book of John, “He who
has seen me, has seen

the Father.” So Jesus gives us the
most perfect picture of what God

is really like. In the Old Testament,
under the Old Covenant, there are

things to see about God. In na-
ture there are things to see

about God. But the
highest and best un-
derstanding of God is
in the person of Jesus.

First of all, the name
Jesus, means that “Je-
hovah is Salvation”.
Salvation means to be
rescued, delivered,
made whole. Jesus
told us in John 3 that
his mission was not to
condemn the world,
but to save the world.
In Acts we read that
Jesus “went about do-
ing good and healing
all who were op-
pressed of the devil.”
Jesus sought out the
people who were lost,
healed the sick, set
free the people who
were bound. His life
was about saving, or
rescuing people,
spirit, soul, and body.
He spoke truth, but not
to condemn people,
but to bring them to a
place of forgiveness,
restoration, and life.

If this is what we see
in Jesus, then this is
what God is like.
God’s nature is to
save, rescue, heal, and
set free. God is for us
not against us. God is
not our problem but
our solution. But, we
come to God only
through Jesus. As
scripture says about
these last days, “Ev-
eryone who calls upon
the name of the Lord
(Jesus) will be saved
(rescued, healed, set
free).
