The Norton City Council is thinking

about taking over the property that was
destroyed by fire downtown.

City Attorney Karen Griffiths said she
has been working on an agreement with
Lee and Siobhan Hanes about the city
cleaning up the damaged property. If the
city cleans up the property, the Hanes will
deed the property over to it.

The agreement says the city will keep
the $5,000 insurance payment, which was
made to the fire insurance proceeds fund
and the Hanes would give the city $5,000
from the money they received from their
insurance company or from their own
pocket. Also, she said, the Hanes would
be responsible for paying 2006 property
taxes and will give the city the titles from
both U.S. 36 Collectibles and the archery
club.

The city, she said, will keep anything

found on the property.
City Administrator Rob Lawson said

Penco Engineering will be inspecting
Pure Prairie�s wall to make sure it is stable
and will advise the city on clean up pro-
cedures for the property that was de-
stroyed. He said he also checked with the
Kansas Department of Health and Envi-
ronment about the fire debris. They said
there shouldn�t be any problems with the
city cleaning it up.

He said the landfill will take all of the
brick, concrete and mortar free of charge
as long as it is separated from the metal
and wood.

Mrs. Griffiths said they were applying
for the Hometown Helper grant from
Hamburger Helper to see if it would cover
clean up.

Councilwoman Donna Foley asked if
they qualified for disaster assistance to
help pay for the clean up.

Mr. Lawson said he didn�t know, but
would check into it.

The council sent the agreement to the
Finance Committee to make a recommen-
dation.

In other business, the council:
� Heard from Mayor David Corns that

he is sending a letter from the city to its
state senators and representatives, ex-
pressing the city�s concern of changing
the drivers� license renewal stations to a
regional location.

� Approved a 10-year lease agreement
with Nex-Tech, which will allow the com-
pany to put radio communication equip-
ment on the city�s water tower for $300 a
month.

� Heard from Mr. Lawson that a meet-
ing was held at the sewer plant. The
project, he said, is about 10 percent fin-
ished.

� Thanked John and Lee Mapes for do-
nating a slide at Mapes Park in Westridge
and thanked Carolyn Applegate and the
