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Race for representative in voters’ hands

Rep. John Faber says he thinks
he does what’s right for
the 120th District in the
state’s House of Repre-
sentatives.

So far, voters must
agree, since he’s held the
seat for 10 years now, and
is finishing his fifth two-
year term.

“I'represent the consis-
tency,” hesaid. “Ibring as
much back from the eastern part of
the state that I can.”

Rep. Faber is the vice chairman
of the Transportation Committee
and the joint Information Technol-
ogy Committee and serves on the
Education, Agriculture, Insurance
and joint Legislative Educational
Planning committees.

He said he’s been on the Agri-
culture Committee for 10 years
and the Education Committee for
eight.

Rep. Fabersaidifre-elected, he
plans to focus on the same issues
he has been, those that deal with
keeping western Kansas popu-
lated and functioning.

Forhim, he said, school finance
is a fairness issue. Rural schools

need support just like those in the
cities do.

“We need to make
sure schools are prop-
erly funded out here in
western Kansas,” he
said.

He said it’s important
to keep low-enrollment
weighting, which gives
extra money to small
schools, in the state fi-
nance formula. It’s also
importanttonotputalotof burden
on local property taxes, he said.

“The state needs to fund every
district equitably,” he said.

He said state parks are impor-
tant, but the Department of Wild-
life and Parks needs to work within
itsbudget. Secretary Mike Hayden
has ask for a $5-a-year tax on all
vehicle registrations to boost the
park fund.

The department should be fo-
cusing on the land they have,
rather than trying to buy more pri-
vate land, Mr. Faber said.

“They need to take care of what
they have,” he said.

Tax cuts, he added, are some-
thing he always looks for.

“We need to attract more busi-
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ness so we can put more people to
work,” he said. “Western Kansas
has abundant water and a very
good work force, which is a good
draw for new business.”

Rep. Faber said tax breaks might
be a way to get the people raised
in western Kansas to come back
and raise their families, boosting
the enrollment base for schools.

A Rawlins County farmer and
rancher, Rep. Faber and his wife
Renee live on their farm in the
southwest corner of the county.
Their address is out of Brewster,
and he’s a former member of the
Brester School Board.

The dstrict covers Norton,
Decatur, Phillips, Cheyenne and
Rawlins counties.

Rep. Faber will be facing
Democrat Bob Strevey of
Norcatur for the third time in six
years in the November general
election, but remained unopposed
in the Aug. 1 primary.

“I’ve always been a common-
sense conservative,” he said. “I
think I reflect the district I live in.

“When people vote for me,
they’re voting for experience. |
know the ropes and can get the job
done for us out here.”

Democrat Bob Strevey
ran against the incumbent,
Rep. John Faber of
Brewster, two years ago
and four years ago, losing
bothraces to the Republi-
can. He said he tried to get
someone else to run this
time, but no one was interested.

There are lots of capable people
who hold this position. Mr.
Strevey said he isn’t saying Mr.
Faber isn’t one of them, but hav-
ing two candidates for an office is
supposed to be part of the process.

The party system works better
too, he said, when there is some-
one from both main parties run-
ning. If there is only one person
running for re-election then the
process doesn’t work.

“The third time’s acharm,” said
Mr. Strevey, a Norcatur farmer,
former teacher and retired Army
Reserve officer, with a smile.

He said he visited with his op-
ponent recently and they are
friendly and open with each other.

issues he feels passion-
ate about, in no particu-
lar order.

* The state needs to
support state lakes and
parks, he said. The lake
in Norton, with its state
park and state wildlife
area, is short on money
and itdoesn’t seem that
the facility has legislative support
at all to help keep it going.

* Rep. Faber, said Mr. Strevey,
voted for the private prisons bill.
A formeremployee at the prisonin
Norton, Mr. Strevey said he op-
poses the private prisons bill. This
was aprovision to a bill for stricter
rules for sex offenders. There are
a lot of jobs connected with the
prisoninNorton, he said, and if the
state goes to private prisons, then
those jobs go away.

¢ On school finance, said Mr.
Strevey, the state Supreme Court
should only serve as a referee.

The court overstepped its
bounds when it said how much
money should be spent on the
schools, he said. The legislators
responded with more money and
now the courtneeds to back off, he
said.

The court needs to give the pro-
cess some time to work, Mr.
Strevey added, saying that he
doesn’t favor punishing the court
in any way.

* Mr. Strevey said he is unhappy
that the state is borrowing huge
sums of money, piling up the state
debt. The Republican party con-
tinues to push for tax cuts, he said,
and that is putting a tremendous
burden on grandkids. This needs
to stop.

The last tax cuts were for busi-
nesses buying machinery or build-
ings. Part of the reason this wasn’t
in the best interest of the state is
that most of that money was then
going to urban areas.

He said he has talked with the
county commissioners in his dis-

-

trict, and they have said that the
counties are constantly losing
money because of something the
state does. The counties are being
squeezed, he said. This is just a
precursor to the state government
saying that counties aren’t doing
the job and so they need to consoli-
date, which isn’t a good idea.

* Economic development, said
Mr. Strevey, is important. Progress
is being made across the district,
he said. As the representative for
this area, Mr. Strevey said, he can
help witheconomic development,
especially when a prospect needs
a multi-county approach.

A good representative, he said,
could be a good facilitator for eco-
nomic development.

Mr. Strevey was born on a farm
near Norcatur and has lived south
of Norcatur all his life. He taught
fifth through eighth grade for 31
years.

He and his wife Kay have three
daughters. Trudi, who is married
to John McCollum, lives in Mis-
souri and has a daughter Elyssa.
Wendy, married to Lauren Tien,
lives in Andover and has a daugh-
ter Ivalea. Hollie is married to
Justen Ricke, and they have a son
Jared.

Mr. Strevey now has a farm and
grows field corn, wheat, milo and
has cattle.

He is a director of the U.S. 36
Highway Association, president
of the Norcatur Citizens Alliance,
and a member of the Norcatur
United Methodist Church and the
Oberlin-Decatur County Eco-
nomic Development Corp. board.

Althoughhe and Rep. Faber dif-
fer on economic issues, he said,
they usually agree on socialissues.
Both are pro-life, said Mr. Strevey,
and both are against gay marriage.

Mr. Strevey said he thinks it will
be a close race this time, though it
hasbeenalong time since aDemo-
crathas satin that seat. The candi-
date said he gained 900 votes be-
tween 2002 and 2004, and if he
gains 900 again, the outcome
could be different.
