Intending to stay only two or three
years, he married and made Kan-
sas his new homeland. Graham
County was the source of many of
his paintings, prints and drawings.
Mr. Sandzen’s wife’s parents, Eric
and Charlotte Leksell, lived on a
farm near Bogue from 1906 to
1920. Frequent visits to the farm
by Mr. Sandzen and his family,
even after the Leksells moved to
Lindsborg, allowed for sketching
and painting of landscapes with
outcroppings of limestone, Wild
Horse Creek and rolling hillsides.
