Emergency Medical Services in-
spects all licensed ambulance ser-
vices in the state. They look at the
service�s operational and medical
protocols, equipment, garage fa-
cilities, call schedule, certification
cards, daily logs and the quality
improvement program.

In the competition, each contes-
tant was required to auction three
items to the crowd. Then the field
was narrowed to the top finalists
who, again, auctioned three more
items. A panel of judges represent-
ing a cross-section of the auction
industry judged the event. A por-

tion of the proceeds raised was
donated to St. Jude Children�s
Research Hospital, Memphis,
Tenn.

�I accredit this contest placings
to my business picking up allow-
ing me to do what I do best,� he
said.

Mr. Bina has cried 24 sales so far
for the 2006 year covering Kansas,
Nebraska, Oklahoma, and parts of
Colorado, placing as one of the top
ten Kansas auctioneers for the last
five consecutive years as well as
being named Nebraska�s 06�
Rookie of the year.
