She was born Eliza-
beth Carroll Moore in
1928 in Monroe, Loui-
siana, daughter of J. S
Moore and Blanche
Mclnnis. Her father
descended from Quakers of
Pennsylvania, German
Lutherans of Virginia,and Bap-
tists of Maryland. Her mother
descended from Presbyterians
who fled Scotland after the
Battle of Culloden in 1746;
early Louisiana French Catho-
lics who settled near Houston
prior to 1835; and Native
Americans, one of whom was
Matoaka of Jamestown who
was baptized in 1614.

abandoned her and their two
children.

Her marriage to
John D. Gnagy in
1961 brought her
forty-five years of
happiness.

Searching for answers to
life she became a student of phi-
losophy. Her life-long interest
inhealth and healing caused her
to become active in the move-
ment to stop government en-
croachment on nutritional
supplements in the 1960s. She
had adeep and erudite mind and
great compassion for animals.
Petite in stature, she was a tre-
mendous fighter who rarely
complained during the ten
years her severely crippled and
fragile body was bedridden.
