During the day, Norton com-
piled an impressive 47-18 win-
loss record and had a pin ratio of
28-2.

“Overall we were pleased with
our wrestlers’ performance,” said
coach Johnson.

“Most of our wrestlers got five
matches. There were some good
quality wrestlers in the tourna-

ment and every one of our wres-
tlers was challenged. It was a good
situation for us and our young men
wrestled hard.

“In fact, we had many com-
ments from other coaches that they
liked the way our wrestlers battled.
Whether we are winning or losing,
we are always trying to score more
points.

“This was a good tournament
for us. It will do nothing but help
usdown theroad. We needed a fill-
inafter we were unable to compete
in the Newton tournament.”

Sophomore Coady McMullen,
who wrestles at 189 pounds, was
named “Wrestler of the Week”.

“He
wrestled well for us and got a pin
inthe Chanute dual that sealed the
victory forus.”
