seeded Norton Community High
School girls basketball team did
not shoot well for the second
straight game but the Lady Jays�
aggressive defense held the No.2
seeded Smith Center quintet to an
even lower shooting percentage as
the Lady Jays defeated the Lady
Redmen 34-22 on Saturday in
Hays to earn third place in the Mid-
Continent League Tournament.

Norton hit only 24 percent from
the field in the game but Smith
Center connected on just 11 per-
cent. The Lady Redmen hit just
four field goals in the contest.

Smith Center held a slim 7-5
lead after the first quarter but
Norton outscored the Lady
Redmen 13-5 in the second stanza
to take an 18-12 lead at halftime.
A 6-4 third quarter in Norton�s fa-
vor which saw Smith Center hit no
field goals made it a 24-16 game.

Both teams hit just one field goal
in the fourth quarter but Norton
outscored Smith Center 10-6 to
extend the final margin of victory
to 12 points.

Smith Center connected on just
1 of 9 treys, 3 of 27 two-point at-
tempts and 4 of 36 overall for 11
percent.

Coming off an impressive 63-51

win over No.4 seeded Trego in the
first round of the Mid-Continent
League Basketball Tournament on

In the other semi-final contest,
No.5 seeded Smith Center handed
unbeaten and No.1 seeded Hill
City their first loss by a 46-36
score.

Norton took charge early in the
win over Osborne.

Wolf hit 4 of
7 from the field for 57 percent and

Norton had an excellent shoot-
ing game.

The Blue Jay defense was
also very stingy, allowing the Bull-
dogs to hit just 3 of 12 long range
shots for 25 percent, 11 of 30 two-
point attempts for 37 percent and
14 of 42 overall for 33 percent.

Both teams shot well from the
free throw line but the Blue Jays
had more charities. Norton hit 13
of 18 for 72 percent and Osborne
was perfect with 5 of 5 from the
line.

Norton had 5 offensive and 22
defensive rebounds for 27 total.
