AHUSBAND

“A good many husbands are
entirely spoiled by improper cook-
ing and are not tender and good.
Some women go about the process
asifmenare bladders and are con-
stantly blowing them up. Others
keep theirs in hot water constantly.
Others are frozen by careless and
indifference. Some keep them in
astew by their irritating ways and
words. Some have actually been
roasted, while many are keptin a
pickle all their lives.

It cannot be supposed that even
the best man can be tender and
good when managed in this way,
but they are really delicious when
properly treated.

In selecting a husband, one
should not be guided by a silvery
appearance as in selecting amack-
erel nora goldensheen as if choos-
ing a salmon. Be sure you always
choose for yourself, as tastes dif-
fer. Do not go out to market for
one; the best are brought to the
door by adependable vendor. Itis
far better to have none if you will
not take the time and patience to
learn to cook him properly.

Apreservingkettle of finest por-
celain is best but if you have
naughtbutan earthenware pipkin,
it will do with a little extra care.
See that the linen you wrap him in
isof the finest quality with thereq-
uisite number of buttons and
strings nicely sewed on.

into the kettle by a strong silken
cord of comfort; duty has a ten-
dency to bind and fray and will
become weak in the long haul.
Husbands are apt to fly out of the
kettle and burn around the edges,
becoming hard and crusty, for like
crabs and lobsters they must be
cooked alive.

Make your fire clear and
steady out of love, neatness and
cheerfulness. Set your husband
as near to this fire as seems to
agree with him. If he sputters
and fumes, do not become anx-
ious for some husbands do this
until they are quite done. Add a
little sugar in the form of what
confectioners call kisses, but no
vinegar or pepper on any ac-
count. A little spice improves
most but you must use judgment
here. Do not stick any sharp in-
strument into him to determine
if he is becoming tender. Stir
gently; watch carefully the
while so that he does not lie too
close and flat to the kettle and
become useless.

You cannot fail to know when
he is done. If thus treated you
will find him very digestible,
agreeing nicely with you and the
children. He will keep as long as
you want unless you become
careless and set in too cold a
place.

Itis my humble opinion that of
the many good recipes in this
volume, this is the best of all and
still works very well if followed
exactly. Doremember to choose
high quality material to begin
with to guarantee a high quality
product. If it worked in 1923,
it’ll work in 2007. Take note!
