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Tay wrestlers miss state title by 11/2 pomts

Smith Center, Beloit tie for crown
with 116.5 points, Norton gets 115

After winning the last three
Class 3-2-1A state championships
inarow, head coach Bill Johnson’s
Norton Community High School
wrestling team’s dream of a fourth
straight missed the mark by just
one and one-half points as they fin-
ished third in the “big show” over
the weekend in Gross Memorial
Coliseum in Hays.

Smith Center, who placed sec-
ond 76.5 points behind Norton last
year, tied for this year’s state
championship with Beloit, who
placed eighth a year ago.

Norton had the championship
sewed up by the end of the firstday
a year ago, but this time around it
was obvious that it was a much
tighter team race. After the first
two rounds on Friday, Norton led
with 57 points, Beloit was second
with 51.5 and Smith Center third
with 46. By the end of the day, the
Redmen had moved into the lead
with 85 points, followed by Beloit,
74.5 and Norton, 72.

Norton qualified 10 wrestlers
and still had nine left. Beloit and
Smith Center each had seven left.
Norton had one wrestler in the fi-
nals, Beloit had two and Smith
Center had three.

Aftertwo consolation rounds on
Saturday, Norton and Smith Cen-
ter were tied for the lead with 109
points and Beloit had dropped to
third with 103.5. After the third
and fifth place matches with just
the championship finals remain-
ing, Beloit had surged into first
with 112.5 points and Norton and
Smith Center were tied for second
with 111.

Each of the three schools had
one state champion but Smith
Center’s gold medal winner had a
technical fall which accounted for
enough extra points to move the
Redmen into a 116.5 tie with the
Trojans for the state champion-
ship. The Blue Jays’ extra four
points for a champion made their
final total 115.

This was one of the closest fin-
ishesever foraClass 3-2-1A state
tournament. The only other tie for
astate championship was between
St. Francis and Leoti in 1996.

Fourth place went to an excel-
lent Scott City team, who has al-
ways performed well in the Class
4A state tournament but moved
downto 3Athis year. The Beavers
scored 97 points.

Phillipsburg made it three Mid-
Continent League teams in the top
five with their 85 points. They
were followed by Eureka, 83;
Sabetha, 73.5; Oakley, 67; St.
Francis, 64; and Silver Lake, 63.5
to round out the top 10. Other
teams of interest and their placing
were: Plainville, 38, 14th; Oberlin,
35, 15th; Atwood, 17, tie for 17th;
Trego, 29.5, 19th; Osborne, 29,
20th; Stockton, 22, 28th; Ellis, 17,
tie for 31st and Hill City, 15.5,
33rd.

A total of 224 wrestlers who
qualified in the previous week’s
four regional tournaments com-
peted and a total of 84 different
schools were represented.

Only four of Norton’s 10 state
qualifiers had previous state tour-
namentexperience and seven Blue
Jay wrestlers placed, more than
any other school. Smith Center
and Beloit placed six wrestlers
each and Scott City had five plac-
ers.

Norton compiled a 26-19 won-
loss record and 11-3 pin ratio.

State champion

Norton senior 130 pound wres-
tler Nathan Broeckelman com-
pleted a stellar season with a per-
fect40-Orecord and state champi-
onship! Broeckelman was ranked
No.1 inthe state and is now a four-
time state placer. In addition to
winning the 125 pound state
championship last season, he
placed third in the state his sopho-
more year at 119 pounds and sec-
ond his freshman season.

Junior Alex Thomas entered the
state tournamentranked No.4. He
brought a perfect record into the
tournament and placed third at 285
with a final 38-1 record. His only
loss was to defending state cham-
pion Duane Zlatnik, Rossville,
who completed the season with a
perfect 42-0 record.

Blue Jay senior Blake VanEaton
wasranked No.2 inthe state at 152
pounds and placed fourth. He
ended the season 30-9. VanEaton
isathree-time state placer. He was
sixth in the state at 145 pounds as
a sophomore and placed third at
state last year at 140 pounds.

Also placing fourth this year
was sophomore Zach Bainter at
125 pounds. He was state runner-
uplastyearat 112 pounds and was
ranked No.4 in the state. He fin-
ished the season 32-12.

Blue Jay junior Jeff Soderlund
entered the tournament unranked
but wrestled through the back door
to place fourth at 145 pounds. He
finished the season 34-12.

Norton senior Kent Mann en-
tered the tournament ranked No.3
at 135 pounds and placed sixth. He
finished with a 36-4 record for the
season. Mann is a three-time state
placer. He finished third in the
state last season at 130 pounds and
fifth his freshman year at 103
pounds.

Blue Jay freshman Zane Perez
placed sixth at 119 pounds and
completed the season witha30-11
record.

Also competing for Norton
were  freshman  Connor
Pfannenstiel, 103; freshman
Kaenon Keiswetter, 112; and jun-
ior Aaron Husted, 140.

Coach’s comments

“We placed seven of our 10 state
qualifiers and camereally close to
the championship but that was not
quite good enough,” said coach
Johnson.
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“Wereally lostitin the matches
for third and fifth places where we
won just one of six. Actually, all
we had to win in the entire tourna-
ment was one more match to give
us the championship.

“Our expectations and those of
our fans are really high and I'm
proud of our young men for com-
peting hard.

“We lost five state placers off
last year’s team and I’m sure if
someone told me at the start of this
season that we would come this
close to a state championship, I
would have said I'd take it. We
have a lot of young wrestlers on
this team. Six of our ten who quali-
fied had never wrestled in the state
tournament and this is quite an
experience.

“Smith Center and Beloit
wrestled very well. Some of their
second tier wrestlers came
through for them. There was more
balance to teams in the tournament
this year and that actually helped
us.

“Thanks to all our fans for cheer-
ing us on this year.

“We were in a major rebuilding
year and every one of our wrestlers
improved by leaps and bounds
through the season. We will lose
three good seniors off this year’s
team but seven more state qualifi-
ers return.

“We gave our best effort and fell
justalittle short. I guarantee we’ll
be back next year.”

Coach Johnson named Nathan
Broeckelman “Wrestler of the
Week”.

The Oakley team and commu-
nity won the “Sportsmanship
Award”. Accepting the award was
Peter Koster, head coach.

Assistant coaches on Norton’s
team were Doug Ray, Chance
McKinney and Shane Miller. Stu-
dent managers were Morgan
Kauten and Jessica Sprigg.
