Members learned that Kansas’
heritage canbe traced back almost
five centuries to the Indians who
settled in the eastern, western and
central area of Kansas.

Other facts included:

eLindsborg, also known as
“Little Sweden, U.S.A.”, was
settled in the 19th century and the
Swedish language is still used to-
day.

eBefore 1850, settlers were
coming into Kansas along the
Santa Fe and Oregon Trails. Ter-
ritorial status was granted in 1854,
and immigrants came flooding
into the state.

eInthe 1870s, Black Americans
were drawn to Kansas as a safe
haven from the Civil War.

*Nicodemus, established in
1877, isthelastsurviving African-
American pioneer town west of
the Mississippi. Itis surviving to-
day with about 20 residents.

Members also learned that
“Building Bridges” is about help-
ing others who are handicapped;
