State could land research facility

TOPEKA — Congressman
Jerry Moranrecently attended the
inaugural meeting of the Kansas
National Bio- and Agro-defense
Facility Task Force, formed to
bring the federal research facility
to Kansas.

The Department of Homeland
Security plans for this 500,000
square footlab to be anext-genera-
tion facility to defend and enhance
our nation’s agriculture and pub-
lic health.

Rep. Moran was named amem-
ber of the task force in January by
Gov. Kathleen Sebelius.

“One of the top priorities of our
state should be the recruitment of
this facility, which will propel
Kansas’ leadership in bioscience
research and provide substantial
economic benefits,” Mr. Moran
said.

“Competition for the research
facility across the country is fierce
and will require the combined ef-
forts of ourlocal, state and federal
officials to convince the Depart-
ment of Homeland Security to lo-
cate this facility in Kansas.”

There are 18 sites being consid-
ered for the center, including

Bill would aid ag trade

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Con-
gressman Jerry Moran (R-Kan.)
introduced legislation to increase
the ability of U.S. agriculture pro-
ducers to market their products to
Cuba.H.R. 1026, the Agricultural
Export Facilitation Act of 2007,
removes barriers to present and
future sales of U.S. agricultural
products to Cuba under the Trade
Sanctions Reform and Export En-
hancement Act of 2000.

The introduction of this legisla-
tion comes after a Congressional
delegation’s visit to Cuba in De-
cember to meet with Cuban gov-
ernment, trade and religious lead-
ers.

“With the stepping aside of Cu-
ban dictator Fidel Castro, thisisan
opportune time to encourage the
United States to change its trade
policies toward Cuba,” Rep.
Moran said. “Cubais animportant
market for U.S. agriculture, as
well as for manufacturers and dis-
tributors of food products. But the
actions of our own government
have created a climate of uncer-
tainty and have inhibited the sale
of agricultural goods. Our unreli-
able and uncertain trade policies
are sending the signal to Cuba that
itis easier to purchase its products
elsewhere. We are only hurting
ourselves.”

The passage of H.R. 4461 in
2000 allowed for the export of
agriculture products to Cuba for
the first time in 38 years. In 2005,
however, achange by the Treasury
Department to the cash paymentin
advance rule caused payments for
agriculture exports to be made
before shipsleave U.S. portsrather
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than upon delivery, making it
more difficult for American farm-
ers to sell their products to Cuba.
H.R. 1026 clarifies that a seller of
a product receive payment at the
time a Cuban purchaser takes
physical possession of that prod-
uct.

For U.S. agricultural represen-
tatives engaging in sales and trans-
port-related activities with Cuba,
this legislation will eliminate de-
lays and denials for obtaining li-
censes to travel to Cuba. It will also

visas for meetings with prospec-
tive U.S. exporters and for con-
ducting sanitary and phytosanitary
inspections of U.S. agriculture fa-
cilities.

Finally, Mr. Moran said, H.R.
1026 permits direct payments be-
tween Cuban and U.S. financial
institutions. This change will per-
mit U.S. exporters toreceive pay-
ments within hours instead of days
and will eliminate an unnecessary
transaction fee.
