Blue Jay basketball boys, girls give fans lots to cheer about
Boys close out season with 14-7 mark

Coach Kevin Jilka had three re-

turning letter winners and no re-
turning starters on the 2006-07
Norton Community High School
girls basketball team but the Lady
Jays still compiled an excellent
13-7 season record.

In addition to their outstanding
record, the Norton girls placed
third in the 18th annual Topside
Tipoff Tournament in Goodland to
open the season, placed second in
the Mid-Continent League race
and third in the league tournament
in Hays.

Returning letter winners were
Maggie Nielsen, 5-feet-8-inch se-
nior post; Megan Kats, 5�3� jun-
ior guard and Laura Lee Baird,
5�9� sophomore guard.

Assistant coaches again this sea-
son were George Rossi and Joan
Bolt. Student managers were Lib-
erty Stephens, Allie Corbin and
Kelsey Nuzum.

The Lady Jays opened the sea-
son with a solid 55-47 win over
Sharon Springs in the Topside
Tipoff opener on Thursday, Dec.
7. In the semi-finals, they lost a
hard-fought 46-44 game to North-
west Kansas League foe
Goodland, then won third place
with a 50-43 victory over Ottawa.
The Lady Jay defense limited Ot-

tawa to 27 percent shooting.
On Friday, Dec. 15, Norton de-

feated a visiting Phillipsburg team
by a tight 47-44 score to open the
Mid-Continent League race with
a win. The next night, Saturday,
Dec. 16, the Lady Jays traveled to
Stockton and returned with an
impressive 56-27 win and ex-
tended their record to 4-1.

Oberlin of the Northwest Kan-
sas League was next on the sched-
ule but Old Man Winter had some-
thing to say about that and the con-
test was postponed until January
25.

The sophomore-dominated
Lady Jay quintet�s next game was
a tough one Friday, Jan. 5 at
Osborne, where the Lady Bull-
dogs were ranked No.2 in the state
in Class 2A. The result was a 52-
22 loss. Still smarting from the
Osborne defeat, Norton traveled to
WaKeeney to play Trego Commu-
nity on Friday, Jan. 12 and the
Lady Jays hit just 20 percent from
the field in losing 47-40.

No.5 seeded Norton returned to
WaKeeney to play No.4 seed
Trego in the first round of the Mid-
Continent League Tournament on
Tuesday, Jan. 16. This time, the
Lady Jays hit 49 percent of their
field goal attempts in defeating the
Lady Golden Eagles 63-51.

The win put Norton in the cham-
pionship semi-finals against an all
too familiar foe, No.1 seed
Osborne. The game was played
Friday, Jan. 19 in Gross Memorial
Coliseum in Hays and the result
was similar to the one two weeks
earlier. The Lady Bulldogs, who
eventually placed third in the
Class 2A state tournament, pre-
vailed 53-21.

In the consolation champion-
ship game on Saturday, Norton
rebounded to defeat No.2 seed
Smith Center 34-22 and place
third.

On Tuesday, Jan. 23, Norton
hosted Goodland in the Stull Gym-
nasium and avenged the earlier 46-
44 defeat with an impressive 51-
40 victory.

The Lady Jays hosted Oberlin in
the makeup game on Thursday,
Jan. 25 and the visiting Lady Red
Devils handed the Norton quintet
a disappointing 56-51 loss.

Norton got back on the winning
trail again by defeating Smith
Center for the second time. The
win came on Tuesday, Jan.30 and
came by a 59-49 score on the Lady
Redmen�s home court.

The Lady Jays hosted Hill City
on Friday, Feb. 2 in further Mid-
Continent League action and
emerged with a 59-35 victory. The

Lady Jays hit 50 percent from the
field in extending their season
record to 9-5.

On Tuesday, Feb. 6, Norton
traveled to Oberlin with a second
chance to beat the Lady Red Dev-
ils. After the first half, Norton
trailed by 20 points and it looked
like a repeat of the first meeting
between the two longtime rivals.
But, the two halves were like two
different games as the Lady Jays
were the aggressors after intermis-
sion and completely dominated
the second stanza. Norton went on
an 11-0 run to end the game with
an unbelievable 54-50 victory!

Norton entertained another
Northwest Kansas League team
when Atwood came to town on
Friday, Feb. 9. The Lady Jays were
equal to the occasion and pro-
duced a 48-43 win.

Inclement weather canceled a
game scheduled for Tuesday, Feb.
13 at Hoxie. On Thursday, Feb. 15,
the Lady Jays defeated Ellis 65-55
in league play to extend their sea-
son record to 12-5.

Monday, Feb. 19 was Senior
Night and Norton responded with
a 53-33 win over Plainville in Stull
Gymnasium. The win put the Lady
Jays 6-2 in the league and wrapped
up a second place finish.

The next night was not as much
fun as Norton traveled to Colby of
the Northwest Kansas League to
play the Class 4A state ranked

Lady Eagles, who eventually won
the state tournament champion-
ship. The Lady Jays absorbed a 68-
41 loss to the eventual state cham-
pions.

Norton was seeded No.3 in the
Class 3A Substate Tournament
and met No.6 seed Oberlin for the
third time in the season in a first
round game on Monday, Feb. 26
in Norton. It was another hard-
fought game between the two
longtime rivals but Oberlin pre-
vailed this time by a heartbreaking
46-42 score to end the Lady Jays�
season.

�We are young and we were ner-
vous against Oberlin in the
substate opener,� coach Jilka told
the Norton Blue Jay Booster Club.

�We played hard but 20 turn-
overs against their zone defense
were too many.

�If you had told me at the start
of the season with no starters re-
turning that we would finish 13-7,
I�d probably have said I�d take it.
All five starters and eight of our
top nine players will return next
season so we should be able to
improve on this year�s record.�

Season statistics
As a team, Norton averaged

47.8 points per game compared to
45.3 by opponents.  Lady Jays hit
37.1 percent of their field goal tries
and opponents averaged 38.9 per-
cent. Norton swished 59.1 percent
of their free throw attempts com-

pared to 53 percent by opponents.
The Lady Jays had 213 steals on

defense for an average of 10.7 per
game. Norton�s aggressive de-
fense caused 323 turnovers by the
opposition for an average of 16.2
per contest.

On offense, Norton had 239 as-
sists, or 12 per game. The Lady
Jays had 502 total rebounds for an
average of 25.1 per game. Oppo-
nents averaged 27.1 caroms  per
contest.

Laura Lee Baird was leading
scorer with a 15.9 points per game
average. She hit 71 percent of her
free throws to lead the Lady Jays
in that category and was also the
leading three-point shooter with
an average of 36.6 percent.

Hayli Bozarth was leading
rebounder with 129 total or 6.5
caroms per game. Bozarth was
also second leading scorer with an
average of 10.8 points per contest.
Bozarth was also the leading
shooter from the field for Norton
with a 56.7 percent average.

KaraJo Jones was second lead-
ing rebounder with 120, or 6 per
game. Baird was third high with
3.4 boards per game and a total of
68. Baird was also the steals leader
with 55, followed by Taylor Rossi
and Bozarth, 36 each, Megan
Kats, 30 and Jones, 27.

Rossi was assists leader with 96.
Kats was second with 39, followed
by Baird, 35; Jones, 29.

Community High School boys
basketball team had another out-
standing, winning season in 2006-
07.

Playing with six returning
lettermen, three of whom were
starters, the Blue Jays placed third
in the season-opening Topside
Tipoff Tournament in Goodland,
second in the Mid-Continent
League Tournament and tied for
second in the league race in com-
piling a 14-7 record.

Returning lettermen who were
starters were: Nic Lewis, 6-feet-3-
inch senior forward; Brian
Juenemann, 5�10� senior guard
and Logan Kats, 5�8� junior guard.
The other returning lettermen
were Jared Engelbert, 6� senior
guard; Jared Cox, 6� junior guard
and Wes Georgeson, 6�3� junior
forward.

Assistant coaches again this sea-
son were David Stover and Todd
Fulton. Student managers were
Kayleigh Brooks, Ashley
Maybon, Hannah Fulton and
Emily Juenemann.

The Blue Jays played Colby in
their opening Topside Tipoff con-
test on Thursday, Dec. 7 and were
edged 47-45. A Norton three-point
try missed at the buzzer. In the
semi-finals, Norton defeated
Weskan 58-38, then outscored
McCook 52-44 to win the conso-
lation championship.

Norton got the Mid-Continent
League race off to a good start with
a 40-31 win over Phillipsburg in
the Stull Gymnasium in Norton on
Friday, Dec. 15, then traveled to
Stockton  on Saturday and re-
turned with a 52-39 victory.

The new year was scheduled to
begin on January 2 with a game in
Norton versus Oberlin but the
weather caused a postponement to
January 25. On Friday, Jan. 5, the
Blue Jays won their third league
game in a row with a 68-40 victory
at Osborne. Their first league loss
came by a 52-48 score to Trego
Community on Friday, Jan. 12 in
WaKeeney. Two three-point bas-
kets by a Golden Eagle in the final
minute led to the defeat.

The Mid-Continent League
Tournament got underway on

Monday, Jan. 15 with No.2 seed
Norton besting No.7 Stockton 65-
49 in Norton. In Friday�s semi-fi-
nals in Hays, the Blue Jays
outscored No.6 seed Osborne 54-
34. Saturday�s championship fi-
nals were postponed until Mon-
day, Jan. 22, due to inclement
weather. Norton lost a hard-fought
game to Smith Center by a 57-41
score to place second.

Norton returned home to defeat
Goodland 46-31 on Tuesday, Jan.
23. The Blue Jays played one of
their better games, hitting 61 per-
cent from the field and 78 percent
from the free throw line.

The makeup game with Oberlin
was held on Thursday, Jan. 25 and
the Norton boys produced a 58-39
victory in Norton. On Tuesday,
Jan. 30, the Blue Jays traveled to
Smith Center in hopes of avenging
the MCL tourney finals loss but it
wasn�t to be. The Redmen hit 16
of 20 free throws in the fourth
quarter en route to a 57-52 victory.

On Friday, Feb. 2, Norton
hosted Hill City and defeated the
Ringnecks 51-40 to extend their
record to 10-4. The Blue Jays trav-

eled to Oberlin on Tuesday, Feb.
6 and defeated the Red Devils 63-
40. On Friday, Norton hosted
Atwood, another team from the
Northwest Kansas League, and
found the going much tougher.
The Jays had to rally to tie the score
at the end of regulation, then lost
64-59 in overtime.

Storms on Tuesday, Feb. 13,
caused a game at Hoxie to be can-
celed.

On Thursday, Feb. 15, Norton
ran their league record to 5-2 and
overall record to 12-5 with a 70-45
league win over a visiting Ellis
quintet. Norton defeated a visiting
Plainville team 60-47 on Senior
Night, Monday, Feb. 19.

The Blue Jays traveled to Colby
the next night and Norton was de-
feated 62-34 by an excellent Eagle
team.

Class 3A Substate Tournament
play began on Monday, Feb. 26
and No. 2 seed Norton defeated
No.7 Oberlin in Norton by a 55-33
score. On Friday, March 2, Norton
traveled to Phillipsburg to play the
No.3 seed Panthers. This time,
Phillipsburg hit only two baskets
in the fourth quarter but swished
10 of 12 free throws to outscore the
Blue Jays 58-52 and end their sea-
son.

�Defensively, we played solid
all season but were not very con-
sistent on the  offensive end,�
coach Reusink told the Norton
Blue Jay Booster Club.

�They were a fun group to work
with. We�ll miss our seniors. They
are good young men on and off the
floor. They are great individuals
and good leaders.

�We do have a good nucleus
coming back so that�s something
to which we can look forward.�

Season statistics
As a team, Norton averaged

53.5 points per game this season
compared to 45.1 by opponents.
The Blue Jays hit 43.8 percent of
their field goal tries and opponents
swished 35.4 percent.

Norton connected on 56.5 per-
cent from the charity stripe com-
pared to 66 percent by opponents.

The Blue Jays had 190 steals on
defense for an average of 9 per
game. The Norton defense caused
321 opponent turnovers for 15 per
contest. The Blue Jays had 285
offensive assists which is 13.6 per
game.

Norton outrebounded oppo-
nents an average of 26 to 24.7.

Nic Lewis was leading scorer,
leading rebounder and blocked the
most shots for the Blue Jays this

season.
Lewis averaged 13.5 points per

game, pulled down an average of
5.7 rebounds per contest and re-
jected 33 opponents� shots. He
also led the Norton quintet in
shooting percentage with 58.8 per-
cent accuracy.

Second leading scorer was Lo-
gan Kats with 9.9 per game, fol-
lowed by Wes Georgeson, 9.4 and
Jared Engelbert, 9.3. Engelbert
was the best free throw shooter
with a 76.9 percent average and
best two-point shooter with 73.9
percent accuracy. Kats hit 75 per-
cent from the free throw line and
Georgeson hit 66.7 percent.
Georgeson was second high in
field goal percentage at 54.4 per-
cent.

Georgeson was second in re-
bounding with a 4.4 per game av-
erage and Blake Wolf followed
with a 4.2 average.

Engelbert grabbed 3.7 rebounds
per contest. Georgeson and Wolf
each blocked 13 shots. Kats took
11 charges and also led the team in
steals with 52 and assists with 112.
Juenemann had 32 steals,
Georgeson 28 and Engelbert 26
thefts.

Engelbert had 54 assists and
Juenemann 47.

The Norton American Legion
baseball team will be sporting a
new look in the 2007 season with
new uniforms, a new scoreboard
and new assistant coach with ma-
jor league experience.

Norton Legion head coach Joe
Durham announced that the new
scoreboard has been financed by
First Security Bank and Trust,
Western Distributing Inc., Nex-
Tech and New Age Industrial
Corp, Inc. The old scoreboard,

which had been hit by lightning,
could not be repaired since repair
parts could not be found. The
scoreboard was approximately 25
years old, according to Durham.

The new uniforms will be gold
in color with the familiar Blue Jay
beak on the shirts. The players will
be able to have their names printed
on the shirts since they have Velcro
on the back. �Our old uniforms
just couldn�t take any more
washings as they were down to just
fibers. The old uniforms were 17

years old so we got our use out of
them,� said coach Durham.

�I am really proud of the  local
businesses who have gone to-
gether to purchase the new
scoreboard. This shows once
again that Norton is a town that
supports its young men and
women.�

The Norton Correctional Facil-
ity will help with improvements
such as putting roofs on top of the
dugouts and constructing a small
building for storing Legion and K-

18 equipment. Other planned im-
provements are a new batting
cage, since the old one is worn out,
and redoing the backstop area with
rubber.

Joining the Legion nine this year
as an assistant coach will be Steve
Jeltz, former major league base-
ball player. He played for the
Philadelphia Phillies from 1983 to
1989 and for the Kansas City Roy-
als in 1990. �Coach Jeltz believes
as I do that baseball should be fun
and that every young man who is

out for the team will play,� said
coach Durham. �Coach Jeltz
brings a ton of major league
knowledge and skills to this team
and, if the young men listen and
soak up his knowledge, you will
see a marked improvement over
last year�s team.

�Steve has played with players
such as Pete Rose, Mike Schmidt
and Joe Morgan, all in the Hall of
Fame or should be.

�So, if our young men will look
and listen, we should be a better
team. Coach Jeltz is a firm believer
that preparation is the key to suc-
cess.

�Our number one killer last sea-
son was errors and that is some-
thing we are going to work extra
long hours on fixing.�

Other coaches for the Legion
team this season will be Bill Man-
ning and Chris Bailey. �As a pre-
vious coach of both the Legion and
K-19 teams, Bill brings a world of

pitching knowledge to this team,�
said coach Durham.

�Chris is a true follower of the
game of baseball. He played base-
ball in college and his ability to
notice small details and correct
them should make this team a lot
better.�

The Legion team will play about
25 games this season, according to
coach Durham. They will open the
season versus Cambridge, Neb. on
May 30.

Pitching depth is a No.1 concern
for coach Durham.

�We will go as far as our pitch-
ing takes us,� he said. �Hopefully,
as we get closer to summer, more
young men will come out and play
with us. Currently, we have about
12 players but are short on pitch-
ers.

�We hope to build on the success
the K-18 team had last year with a
few of their players moving up to
Legion ball.�
