Nuthin’ sez lovin’ like
gingerbread in the oven

Cook’s
Corner

Oh, the joy of coming home to
the delicious aroma of something
wonderful baking in the oven �
unequaled! I do believe that little
dough fellow got it right when he
proclaimed that �nuthin� sez
lovin�� like somethin�� from the
oven�. And, any good realtor will
tell you that the best way to sell a
house is to bake cookies just be-
fore someone comes to view the
premises. Maybe that�s why mine
is still up for sale, even at a reduced
price. Sorry, folks, I can�t come
bake for you but I guarantee there
has been many-a-cookie baked in
that kitchen and there is a brand
new stove just waiting for you to
come along with a bowl of dough.

However, if I were able to come
home and bake, it would not be
cookies. My favorite �household
deodorizer� was Miss Rosa�s Gin-
gerbread. It was popular with all
generations in our family, whether
served with classic whipped
cream or one of the sauces I show
here. My brother and I even liked
it perfectly plain or with butter.

Molasses is an important ingre-
dient in this recipe and I recom-
mend you get the best and darkest
you can find. I was blessed with
Steen�s Dark Cane Syrup which
my sister brought to me from Loui-
siana. If you live anywhere near
Almena, it is worth a trip to the
annual Sunflower Pioneer Power
Show where they make home-
made molasses and sell it fresh. IF
there is any left you can usually
buy it at Almena�s senior center.
My mama would have said it is
�larrupin�� good. Failing that,
good old Bre�r Rabbit from the
grocery store will work.

 MY MAMA SAID: Never skimp
on ingredients if you want good food.
Always fresh eggs, real butter, whole
milk, fresh fruits and vegetables.

MISS ROSA�S GINGERBREAD
Three cups flour sifted with:
One teaspoon cinnamon
One teaspoon ginger
One teaspoon cloves
One teaspoon baking powder
One teaspoon salt

Stir brown sugar into melted shortening, molasses and unbeaten
eggs, beat until well blended. Add sifted ingredients alternately with
boiling water and beat well after each addition. Pour into greased 9 x
13 inch pan and bake at 350û for 40 to 50 minutes. If you prefer a thicker
cake, use a 10 x 10 inch pan but check baking time.

Serve warm with lemon sauce, spiced raisin sauce or whipped cream.

LEMON SAUCE
one cup white sugar
one-fourth cup cornstarch
one and half cups boiling water
two egg yolks

Use a double boiler. Mix sugar, cornstarch and water together
gradually and cook over boiling water, stirring constantly until
smooth, thick and clear. Turn heat down, cover and leave over hot
water 15 minutes. Beat egg yolks and pour a slow stream into hot
mixture, stirring constantly. Cook 5 more minutes over boiling wa-
ter. Turn off heat, add lemon juice, rind and butter. Stir in and set
aside to cool. Best served cool on warm gingerbread or plain white
cake.

SPICED RAISIN SAUCE
Soak one cup of dark raisins overnight in two cups of boiling

cider. Drain cider off raisins and measure. Add enough cider, wa-
ter or white wine to total two cups. Cook in saucepan with two table-
spoons cornstarch until smooth and thick, add raisins back in. Make
a mixture of half a teaspoon each of cinnamon, ginger, cloves and
allspice plus a teaspoon nutmeg. Stir into sauce and bring heat just
to boiling. Turn off and stir in a good lump of butter. Cool covered
overnight and reheat before serving on gingerbread. Keeps well
under refrigeration.

 One cup brown sugar
One cup Crisco, melted and

slightly cooled
One cup good dark molasses

Two eggs
One cup boiling water

one half cup fresh lemon juice
one tablespoon grated lemon rind

one tablespoon real butter
