Keynote speaker was Becky
Sullivan, Paola, a freshman at
Kansas State University who is
also State Reporter for the FFA.
She is an ag communications and
journalism major with a minor in
leadership.

The vivacious speaker had three
main points in her speech about
success in life.

First, she said you must be will-
ingtotakerisks. “If youdon’t,you
won’treach your goals. Ask your-
self what there is to lose if you
don’ttakerisks, then ask yourself
whatare the rewards if you do take
risks and become successful,” she
said.

She told the audience that she
learned to take risks when she at-
tended Girls State after her junior
year in high school. She traveled
to the week-long governmental

training event intending to run for
governor butdiscovered that there
were about 50 other girls with the
same idea. She gave her choice a
second thought and called her
mother to get advice. After her
mother leftitup to her, she took the
risk, ran and won!

Second, she said you must be a
team player in order to be success-
ful. She gave a personal story
about a little girl who attended 4-
H Camp when she was a counse-
lor. She was so impressed by the
other girls who became team play-
ers and encouraged the smaller girl
to complete a challenging rope
climbingexercise. “Teams canuse
the strengths of the individual
members to reach higher goals
than individuals,” she said.

Third, she said you must be a
tenacious individual if you wish to
reach your goals. “This means you
are persistent and never give up,”
she said. “Itis easy to give up and
being tenacious is the hard way but
itis also the only way toreach your
goals.

“Ichallenge you all to take risks,
become team players and be tena-
cious in your lives and you will
reach your goals.”

Sullivan’s peppy speech was
followed by a video slide show of
Norton FFA members participat-
ing in activities throughout the
year.
