Op-Ed
To the Editor,
I would like to respond to the

Op-Ed of Ms. Woodyard that ap-
peared in the March 23 The Norton
Telegram.

The word �marriage� is a theo-
logical term. The word does NOT
refer to a ceremony, act or singu-
lar practice. The term means �a
way of life.�

For reasons that are obvious,
this life began at adulthood and
will last until separation by death.

The theological definition for
marriage is clearly stated and is
nondebatable.

Once the word is removed from
its theological definition, it may
mean anything one may wish.

Likewise, the word �Baptism�
is a theological term. The word
does NOT refer to a ceremony, act
or singular practice. The term
means �a way of life.�

There are absolute rigid require-
ments, such as Acceptance, Re-
pentance, Acknowledgment and
Obedience that must precede the
event. Therefore, this life cannot
begin until adulthood , but will
continue after death and into eter-
nity.

The theological definition for
baptism is clearly stated and is
nonambiguous.

Once the word is removed from
its theological definition, it may
mean anything one may wish.

�The cow was baptized in tall
clover that she may give more
milk.�

Also, the word �Christian� is a
theological term. The word
means: One who is an obedient
disciple to the Christ Jesus.

The Christian religion was
founded in the Middle East. For
reasons that are controversial, the
church divided to become The
Roman Catholic and the Eastern
Orthodox.

The Roman Catholic Church
only baptized adults by immersion
until the practice was abruptly
stopped in 1340.

Roman Catholic Archbishop

Martin Luther put forth the Reli-
gious Doctrine of Reform. His fol-
lowers are called Dutch Reform or
Lutherans. Some Lutherans call
themselves Anglo-Catholic.

King Henry VIII put forth the
Religious Doctrine of Protest. His
followers were called Protestants.
They formed the National Church
of England, called Episcopalian.
They now call themselves Anglo-
Catholic. There is no such thing as
a Protestant because there is no
one protesting the Catholic
Church.

A Roman Catholic priest named
Menno Simons, put forth the Re-
ligious Doctrine of Restoration.
His followers were called Menno-
nites in Europe and Quakers in
England. They are also known as
Anabaptist.

Groups such as the Presbyte-
rian, Methodist, Mormons and
many others, each became a reli-
gion upon their own petition.

When the Mennonites came to
America, each church was deseg-
regated from the others. One group
was called the Mennonite Church
of the Brethren. Another was the
Mennonite Church of Christ, or
the Mennonite Church of God, and
a great many other such names.

As each became more indepen-
dent, each had a different reason
for baptism. Therefore, each in-
vented a different definition for the
theological term. As each was now
different they omitted the word
Mennonite from their name.

Anyone may call oneself a
Christian. Just as one may call
oneself patriotic or an environ-
mentalist.

Our government has decreed
that the religion of Darwinism is
the Official State Religion of the
United States.

Every school teacher, judge,
police officer and politician is an
ordained priest of Darwinism.

Every child is required by law to
study Darwin catechism. Those
that do not pass may not advance
to the next grade.

According to the Religion of
Darwinism: All things happen by
accident; one�s ancestor was a
monkey; and sexual morality is
any practice that the government
deems socially acceptable.
