Survey crew working on US 36

AKansas Department of Trans-
portation survey crew has started
working on U.S. 36 from the east
side of Norton to the junction of K-
383, six miles east.

If it
becomes necessary for crew mem-
bers to enter private property, they
will, first, obtain permission from
the landowner or tenant.
